Arakelyan K., The Satirical Tale and its Stylistic Features In the
Works of Nshan Peshiktashlian.-The fairy tale is a folk work of ancient
origin. Later, different authors began to develop the fairy tales, also to
write new ones, and fairy tales belonging to one or another author ap-
peared. Hovhannes Tumanyan and Ghazaros Aghayan were mainly en-
gaged in the development of fairy tales in Armenian reality.

A separate type of tales are satirical tales, in which various vices in
human society are mocked. Such a tale is "Brave Nazar" or Pushkin's "The
Tale of the Priest and of His Workman Balda".

The well-known Diaspora Armenian writer Nshan Peshiktashlian,
who is best known as a satirist, was also engaged in the development of
fairy tales. Peshiktashlian developed the fairy tales mainly in verse, using
his talent as a satirist completely to this difficult task and creating unique
samples of the satirical treatment of the fairy tale.

Peshiktashlian developed several fairy tales, which were developed
by Tumanyan before him, but his versions, coinciding with the main
points, do not repeat Tumanyan's variants. Nshan Peshiktashlian's fairy
tales are characterized by various merits: ideological, artistic, aesthetic,
etc. One of them is the sumptuous language and amazing figurative spe-
ech, to achieve which the author has resorted to language and imagery me-
ans, which are numerous and diverse. Stylistically the possibilities of these
units are enormous, and often with their presence are associated speech
expressiveness, saturation, impressiveness, liveliness and other virtues.
Comparisons, metaphors, exaggerations, contrasts, repeats, etc. enriched
the speech with various nuances, endowed it with an allegorical meaning,
conveyed a satirical character, which, depending on the characteristics of
what was being said, was manifested in different ways, from humorous to
bitterly ironic.

Arakelyan K., The satirical role of linguistic means of representations in
Nshan Peshiktashlian's caricatures.-The type of literary portrait received a
unique role and interesting development in world and Armenian literature.
Having passed through centuries, it has undergone various changes and
found a unique reflection in the Western Armenian literature of the 19™-20™
centuries. Many Western Armenian writers and poets referred to this genre.
Literary portrait had another direction, the satirical one, and the satirical
portrait was brought to perfection by prominent Western Armenian satirists
Hakob Paronian and Yervand Otian.

Armenian writers of diaspora also turned to literary portrait,
including the famous French-Armenian writer Nshan Peshiktashlian, who is
best known as a satirist. Peshiktashlian leased new life into literary satirical
portrait, as evidenced by more than a hundred of his portraits.

Their distinguishing feature is rich language and the amazing
figurative speech, which is greatly contributed by the abundance of
figurative linguistic means, their correct and appropriate use. Exaggerations,
litotes, metaphors, comparisons, contrasts, etc. enriched the speech with
various nuances, endowed it with an allegorical meaning, conveyed a
satirical character, which, depending on the characteristics of what was
being said, was manifasted in different ways.

Arakelyan K., Lingual - stylistie Means of Satire in the Poetry of
Nshan Peshiktashlian.- In the Armenian literature the genre of satire
reached it’s apogee in the 19%-20% centuries, in the works of such Western
Armenian writers as Hagob Paronian, Yervand Otian. Being one of the
most brilliant satirists in the Diaspora literature, Nshan Peshiktashlian
followed the leagey of the Western Armenian writers.

In addition to satirical prose, Peshiktashlian also owns poetic works,
in particular poems, fables, tales, fairy tales, etc., in which satire is ma-
nifested no less sharply and expressivenly. Poetic works stand out for
various merits: ideological, artistic, ets.. One of them is rich language and
the amazing figurative speech, which is greatly contributed by the
abundance of linguistic of imagery, their correct and appropriate use.
Comparisons, metaphors, exaggerations, contrasts, repeats, etc. enriched
the speech with various nuances, endowed it with an allegorical meaning,
conveyed a satirical character, which depending on the characteristics of
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what was being said, was manifasted in different ways, from humorous to
bitterly ironic.

Nshan Peshiktashlian’s poetry teems with antonyms, which endow
the text with unique stylistic coloring and expressiveness. Antonyms play a
significant role in the creation of antithesis, which as figure of speech, is
an integral component of satiric speech.

All kinds of satire are present in the poetic works of Nshan
Peshiktashlian and for their reflection the correct lingual - stylistic means
are selected.

Arakelyan K., Lingual-stylistic means of satire in Arandzar's collection
"Laughter of sorrow".-Armenian satirical literature has rich traditions
and deep roots. One of them is Arandzar, Misak Guyumdjian (1877-1913).
In 1905 his collection "Laughter of Sorrow" was published, which presents
the life of the Armenians in the Western Armenia during the Ottoman
dictatorship, the manners and suffering of Armenians, seasoned with a
satirical element. Satire was manifested in various ways: humor, gaiety,
irony- bitter or spicy, etc. Metaphors, comparisons, contrasts, etc. enriched
the speech with various nuances, endowed it with allegorical meaning,
imparted a satirical character, which, depending on the characteristics of
what was being said, was manifested in various ways — from humorous to
spicy ironic. Arandzar’s stories teems with antonyms, which endow the
text with unique stylistic coloring and expressiveness.

Arakelyan K., Moon in the Poetry of Misak Metsarents and it’s
Lingual-stylistic Features.- Celestial bodies, luminaries and phenomena
have accompanied mankind since time immemorial. Heavenly luminaries
have been an inexhaustible source of inspiration for poets. Creators praised
creation, marveled at the beauty of luminaries, perceived man as a part of
nature and in inseparable connection with all other elements. Heavenly
bodies and phenomena have often served as a way to reveal the inner
world of a person, his past path, hopes and expectations for the future. In
this sense, Western Armenian lyric poetry of the beginning of XX century
is not an exception. The mentioned topic received remarkable comments in
the work of Siamanto, Daniel VVaroozhan, Ruben Sevak, especially Misak
Metsarents. Celestial bodies, luminaries and phenomena are a significant
number in Metsarents’ poetry have a great stylistic role. One of these the
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noun moon and its various synonyms, which very often become the core
and body of the poetic image, endow the speech with incomparable
nuances, beauty and originality, causing the reader the greatest aesthetic
pleasure, transporting him to an extraterrestrial light sphere.

Arakelyan K., Investigator and Discoverer of Linguistic art of Paruyr
Sevak: Artashes Papoyan.-Paruyr Sevak's work was examined in detail
by various researchers, specialists in literature , literary critics, analyzed
and evaluated according to its merits. However, Paruyr Sevak is the unique
Armenian author, whose linguistic art has also been examined very
thoroughly, one can say flawlessly, by the well-nowned linguist, honoured
Armenologist, doctor of philological sciences, professor Artashes Papo-
yan, who devoted a large part of his scientific activity to study Paruyr
Sevak's linguistic art.

The purpose of the article is to cover the extensive work of the
famous scientist in this direction, to present the scientific value of three
monographs dedicated to Sevak's linguistic art, their enduring place in the
field of Armenian studies, the vitality and durability of theses highlighted
in them.

Descriptive-analytical and comparative approaches are used to refer
to the components and means of the poetic fabric of Sevak's work, the
stylistic features of various layers of the vocabulary, in particular the
elements and realities that determine the popularity of the language, as
well as innovations and long-standing forms. The three-volume dictionary
of the Sevak language, the general picture of the vocabulary, different
semantic groups of words, their stylistic applications, the poet's metrical
system are presented separately.

It is proven that Papoyan not only recorded and thoroughly exa-
mined the various realities characteristic of Paruyr Sevak's language, but
also revealed the connection of many of them with the works of the great
ancestors, their various stylistic features and nuances. His works have been
a reference point for many students and young professionals, and have
become the basis for new works and researches.

Asoyan T., On lexicographical activity of the Mkhitarians.-The role of
the Mkhitarians in the development of Armenian culture is great. They
have done many studies in the fields of Armenian and World history,
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Geography, Botany, Medicine, languages and other sciences, they have
made translations of the works of European writers. They opened schools
and taught various subjects, wrote textbooks. However, the activities of the
Mkhitarians were more effective in the study of the Armenian language.
They dealt with the development of new literary Armenian, wrote gram-
mar of ancient Armenian, freeing it from the Latin influence. Their contri-
bution to the development of new Armenian lexicography is great. Bilin-
gual and multilingual dictionaries were especially important, which
contributed to learning foreign languages.

Lexicography has an ancient history, and Armenian lexicography
was started only in the 5th century, in connection with the creation of
letters, and has gone a certain way of development. Mkhitar Sebastsi and
his students become the founders of the new Armenian lexicography.
Creating dictionaries free of defects became an imperative requirement,
because the day by day developing literature, the revitalization of
educational work, the expansion of the scope of the application of the
Western Armenian philology, the deepening of the study of the language
had created a new situation in the Armenian medium. However, they had
to overcome a number of difficulties related to the choice of vocabulary,
the development of scientific principles for creating a dictionary,
vocabulary and other issues. The Mkhitaryans successfully overcame these
difficulties and created dictionaries that have not lost their relevance to this
day.

Asoyan T., On the pedagogical activities of the Mkhitarians.-The goal
and mission of the Mkhitaryans were to carry out scientific, cultural,
educational and enlightening activities among Armenians, to increase the
level of self-awareness of the Armenian people, to help solve the problems
of preserving Armenians in colonies formed in different countries as a
result of unfavorable historical events.

One of the main areas of activity of the Mekhitaryan Congregation
has been and remains the educational sphere. Since 1730s, more than 100
Mkhitaryan schools have operated in different parts of the world inhabited
by Armenians: Hungary, Turkey, Italy, France, Crimea, Egypt, Argentina
and other countries. With opening schools the Mkhitaryans had to create
also many textbooks for different disciplines.
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The Mkhitaryans "combined” their scientific activities with pedagogical
ones. Almost all the famous Mkhitaryans were also involved in teaching.
The above-mentioned issues related to the pedagogical activity of the
Mkhitaryans were examined in the article.

Barseghyan A., Manifestations of types of syntactic connections (ma-
nagement) in modern fiction.-The article examines the manifesttations of
the mode of syntactic connection /management/ in modern literary prose.

In the professional literature/syntax of modern Armenian/ have an
ambiguous understanding and interpretation regarding the evaluation of
the term management and the units of its connective structure, although all
of them consider the mode of connection to be subordinate.

The article examines the rich factual material and provides the
canonical, as well as in some cases, non-canonical manifestations of
adverbial additions and adverbial additions.

There are also cases where the pronoun appears as a communication
problem, conversational forms /hu Jpw, pn hwdwp b wyj/and wrong
usages of communication.

Hence, the study of rich factual material has shown:

a) Manifestations of case additions in the management of syntactic
connections, in some cases do not correspond to the laws of the
Armenian literary language.

b) Manifestations of case and prepositional additions, in the management
of syntactic relations, in some cases also do not correspond to the law
of the Armenian literary language.

Barseghyan A., Intextual means of connection in modern feature
speech /novel/.-The modern feature speech/novel/ is a connected whole,
which is realized by definite means.They mostly have titles,which are
connected by each other with basic text,expressing author’s main
thinking,idea.The examination of intextual means of connection of the
structure of feature speech shows that by the style of the author and
conditioned by the external situation the expression diverses with that
relational words.The sentences ,the paragraphs ,the sections,the parts of
speeches connections also differs ,which gradually decreases due to the
independence of the sentences.
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Our goal is to demonstrate the intertextual connection methods used
in contemporary feature prose to link various parts of the text. The nature
of these connections varies, depending on the means of linking sentences,
paragraphs, sections, chapters, and parts of the text. Evidence of this can
be found in the analysis of the construction techniques of the texts in R.
Davoyan's "If God Wanted" A. Aghababyan's "Alone" V. Sahakyan's
"Black Eyes, White Sheets” A. Pachyan's "Robinson," and A. Shahver-
dyan's "Spring Requiem." The differences in syntactic linking methods are
illustrated with specific examples. The study is conducted by presenting
individual means of connection.

Felegyan M., About the Homonymy of Suffixes or how many Suffixes
-ng (-ots) are there in the Armenian language? .- This article discusses
issues of distinguishing polysemy and homonymy of word-forming
morphemes. Based on the proposed criteria, three homonymous suffixes
with the phonetic composition ng (ung//wting) [ots (nots//anots)] are
distinguished in the modern Armenian language: -ng 1 (has the word-
formation meaning “place”), -ng 2 (with the word-formation meaning “a
specific object” and “the name of an action as a phenomenon”), -ng 3 (an
inactive suffix, preserved only in a few borrowings from the Old Armenian
language).

Felegyan M., Lexicographical presentation of personal pronouns.- The
dictionary interpretation of pronouns largely depends on the grammatical
understanding of the pronoun. To which part of speech this group of words
belong has not been finally decided in grammar. This is one of the main
reasons for controversies in the lexicography of personal pronouns.

Supplemental word forms of personal pronouns (including plural
forms) must be presented in dictionaries as headwords with independent
entries. In the dictionary entry, next to the head word, all forms of the
conjugation must be shown. When explaining these words, not only their
grammatical meanings should be indicated, but also their verbal usage and
spelling.
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Fishenkjian A., Shifts in the Grammatical System of Literary Western
Armenian Based on Existing Textbooks of Western Armenian (Verb).-
In literary Western Armenian, there have been shifts in the verb
conjugation system. They are reflected primarily in the verb ending nij,
verbal affixes, forms of irregular conjugation, the formation of irregular
and incomplete verbs, etc.

This article examines how the formation of two forms of irregular
verb conjugation (with and without changing the verb base) is presented in
textbooks, the various manifestations of these verbs, discusses the
problems associated with changes in Western Armenian textbooks, shows
how the forms of irregular verb conjugation are determined in various
Western Armenian grammar textbooks.

A study of Western Armenian textbooks published in recent decades

indicates the use of appropriate forms, and examples from the written
literary language indicate the presence of shifts in this area.
The research work carried out has shown that over the past half-century in
modern Western Armenian, verbal affixes or concepts of forms of irregular
conjugation of verbs have changed. After the 1990s, Western Armenian
textbooks show a systematic presentation of these issues with certain
terminological differences.

Fishenkjian A., Application of Syntactic Relations in Western Arme-
nian.- In the syntactic structure of the modern Armenian language,
connections play a crucial role. In specialized literature, syntactic connec-
tions of the Armenian language, especially its eastern branch, are often
considered as unchangeable parts of speech, while scientifically sub-
stantiated patterns and features are given. At the same time, a number of
authors of school textbooks for elementary, middle and senior grades limit
themselves to explaining the features associated with syntactic connections
using descriptions, examples and practical exercises. The article examines
the problem of incorrect use of syntactic links of the Western Armenian
language in written and oral speech, caused by the influence of Eastern
Armenian and other languages. In the traditional Armenian diaspora -
Syria, Lebanon, Egypt and other countries, Western Armenian is posi-
tioned as a native language, while in reality it has the status of a second
language. Using the state language of the host country in everyday speech,
a native speaker of Western Armenian introduces various shades of foreign
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language into the structure of his native language, which over the course of
decades acquire a stable character and themselves begin to exert a strong
influence on the style and syntax of the Western Armenian language.
Moving away from such integration seems to be a difficult task.

Galstyan A., Telyan L., Semantic and functional analysis of the verb
wlky /to do/ of the Armenian language.- The article analyzes the differ-
rent uses of the universal verb wly in the various spheres of language
/colloquial speech, dialects, children's speech, jargons, etc./. Word com-
binations consisting of two, three, four or more components are studied.

Galstyan A., Analysis of new words with a foreign language
component. - The article examines new words with components photo-,
kino-, radio-, as well as halfcopy words with suffixes Yphwyun-, Eyn-,
Eypw-, twtn-. The material is analyzed from the point of view of the lo-
cation of the foreign language component in the word and classified
according to the semantic features of these components. The article uses
factual material from the "New words" series.

Ghamoyan L., Semantic (thematic) group 'Personal jewelry" in
Armenian.-In the semantic (thematic) group “personal jewelry” the
common word is the word “ornament”, which has a great word-forming
activity. The first jewelry appeared together with clothes, being an
expression not of fantasy and aesthetics, but of mystical ideas. There is
evidence of names of various kinds of gems and jewelry of the 5th century
(or earlier), which by genealogy are represented by the following groups:
a) native Armenian words, b) Iranian borrowings, ¢) Greek borrowings, d)
Assyrian borrowings, e) Arabic borrowings, f) Turkic borrowings. Words
of unknown origin are also highlighted. The names of ornaments,
transferred from OIld Armenian, as well as created and borrowed
(including foreign ones) in modern literary Armenian and Western
Armenian, and in some cases, in dialects, are presented.

Types of ornaments are also singled out in a separate classification:
neck ornaments, breast ornaments, head ornaments, nose ornaments, ear
ornaments, arm ornaments, leg ornaments and other ornaments intended to
be used for dressy or other purposes. Among precious metals, gold and
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silver, words made up of them and names of ornaments are also distin-
guished.

Ghamoyan L., Study of the Semantic (Thematic) Group "Personal
Jewelry" in Armenian Dialects. - While studying the words expressing
the concept "personal jewelry" in Armenian dialects, we noticed that the
latter mostly not recorded in a number of dictionaries at our disposal
(etymological and loanwords), and their origin is mostly unknown. In the
course of the study we tried to divide the names of precious, semi-precious
and priceless jewelry by classifying many dialect names into separate
groups expressing the concepts of bracelet, earrings, necklace, ring, head-
ornament and noticed that some of the names can be used simultaneously
for different parts of the body or clothing. We paid attention to homonymic
series (more than 2 dozens), in which only one of the members is a word
denoting the concept "jewelry". We also revealed that some names of
jewelry in Armenian dialects were and are still used as magical means (for
protection from evil). In the work, close attention is paid to many popular
proverbs and phraseological units with the names of ornaments, which are
still used by the society.

Ghamoyan L., Studying words of unknown origin in the semantic
field “clothing” presented in armenian reference dictionaries. - In the
semantic field "Clothing" there are many words of unknown origin, which
we first tried to divide into two groups: a) words about the origin of which
we have no information at all and b) so-called borrowings, the original
sources of which are not confirmed. Then we classified them according to
their prevalence and frequency of use.

There are imprecise words about the origin of which linguists try to
make some assumptions.

Based on the data of explanatory dictionaries, there are more than 2
dozen words of uncertain origin in the Grabar dictionary, about 10 words
are recorded in the Middle Armenian dictionary, about 25 words in the
modern Eastern Armenian dictionary, about 17 words in the Western Ar-
menian dictionary, about 12 words in dialects, and about 17 words are not
recorded in any dictionaries (except for the presence of some words in the
dictionary of S. Malkhasants).
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Words of unknown origin do not constitute a stable number: it may
change as new etymologies emerge.

Hakobyan F., Problems of Computational Processing of the Armenian
Language. - The article discusses the computational processing challenges
encountered in the Armenian language. It delves into the complexities
arising from Armenian grammar, morphology, and syntax. They affect
fundamental NLP tasks like part-of-speech tagging and syntactic parsing.
Additionally, the limited availability of language-specific resources
inhibits the development of effective NLP tools. NLP frameworks lack
comprehensive Armenian support and integration. Collaborative efforts to
refine algorithms, develop resources, and standardize text representations
are vital to overcoming these challenges. This endeavour is critical for
unlocking the full potential of Armenian language processing.

Hakobyan F., Methods of Presenting New Words in the Electronic
Database of the Armenian Language. — The article focuses on modern
approaches to presenting Armenian vocabulary using electronic
technologies. It is stated that electronic lexicography has become one of
the fastest-growing fields in computational linguistics, dealing with the
creation and presentation of electronic dictionaries. A proposal for creating
a comprehensive electronic database of Armenian vocabulary has been
outlined. The project aims to make the database accessible through a
website to serve a broader audience. It is highlighted that the process
requires significant time and effort. Currently, the "New Words" volumes
published by the Institute of Language of the NAS RA are being included
in the database. The ultimate goal of this ongoing project is to present the
Armenian vocabulary in the database in its contemporary state, to create a
comprehensive conceptual classification of the vocabulary, to present the
conceptual and semantic relationships between words, and to provide
detailed phonetic, lexical, and grammatical descriptions of the headwords
in the relevant fields.

Hakobyan F., The impact of artificial intelligence on modern elect-
ronic lexicography. — The article is dedicated to presenting methods for
applying artificial intelligence (Al) systems in electronic lexicography. It
is noted that Al systems can facilitate or fully automate lexicographic tasks
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such as the machine analysis of texts in electronic corpora, the compilation
of word lists, the development of dictionary entries, the automated extrac-
tion of new words, the differentiation of usage examples for polysemous
words, and the identification and representation of semantic relations
between words.

Hovsepyan G., Innovative Words in Modern Armenian with Potential
to Create New Words (according to ""New Words™ books/ dictionna-
ries).- The article reflects on the newly formed “potential” words found in
the "New Words" books, their frequency components and patterns. The
diversity of templates and compositional bases provide an opportunity to
create meaningful words. The highlighted components, as productive
templates, create favorable conditions for the semantic transformation of
words and the formation of new meaningful words. The study reveals that
according to the vocabulary list of "New Words," active suffixes include -
kentron (4kuwnpnt), -bnak (-piwtly), -merdz (-Ukpd), -dzev (-al), -type (-
whuyy), khos, (-junu) and -pat (-uyyun) as well as new formations com-
posed of prefixes like ener(gy)-, self-, half-, and repeat- hupu(w)-,
Yhu(w)-, YpYu(w)-). These are distinguished based on their semantic
affiliation. Also presented are newly created compound color names with
the suffixes -guyn (-gny) and -avun (-wyntit), which are mainly com-
pounds that change the color shade of the color name.

Khachibabyan N., Baghramyan S., Gender Manifestations in Arme-
nian Proverbs and Sayings.- Our research aims to present the gender
characteristics of the use of words in Armenian proverbs and sayings, to
show the gender phenomena present in them and the influence of all this in
the process of the development of society. The term “gender” refers to the
position occupied by men and women in society, the expected norms of
behaviour, and psychological and social characteristics. However, very
often, people use this term instead of the word “sex”; meanwhile,
biological sex and human gender are completely different concepts. Sex
refers to a person’s biological and physiological characteristics, while
gender indicates a person’s social role. The typical gender roles of women
and men differ in all cultures. Despite this, certain stereotypes are univer-
sal to all cultures, such as aggressiveness and strength as distinguishing
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characteristics of men and weakness, submissiveness, and sensitivity as
typical characteristics of women.

Ed. Aghayan is one of the first to raise issues of gender differen-
tiation in language. He pointed out that the gender discrimination of men
and women within a clan or tribe and their corresponding social position
lead to differences not only in the use of words but even in individual
grammatical phenomena.

W. von Humboldt played a significant role in bringing gender dif-
ferences into the field of linguistic research; moreover, the starting point
was that the masculine gender was considered primary due to strength,
activity, and energy, and the feminine, on the contrary, was distinguished
by passivity and subordination.

C. Jung also tried to separate the characteristics of masculinity and
femininity. He contrasted a man’s critical spirit with a woman’s charac-
teristic agreeableness and willingness to support.

According to R. Lakoff, women are usually presented in a negative
light in European languages. Their speech manner was more distrustful
than a man’s, but at the same time, humane and less aggressive.

The gender peculiarities of word usage are quite common in
Armenian proverbs and sayings.

In proverbs and sayings, a woman and a man are also defined by the
names of some objects and phenomena: (Udku dwnh hwqup pwp Yp
owpukl). As a result of gender socialization, definitions that contradict
each other are also formed, where men are given a primary role and
women a secondary role (Snwdwpn np Jw npup wuwn L, Yuhly np ju
utpuh ywuwn ).

Accordingly, girls are usually endowed with such qualities as
modesty, patience, lack of strength, tenderness, shyness, reasonableness,
loyalty, caring, self-sacrifice, and virtue. Boys are reserved for masculi-
nity, strength, success, boldness, energy, desire for power, ability to earn,
breadwinner role, rudeness, insolence, etc.

Thus, gender perceptions still stereotype the idea of male dominance
over women.

Kheblikian Z., Armenian-English Textbooks.- Textbooks are practical
textbooks of great importance for teaching a foreign language. Printed
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publications that teach a foreign language and provide the opportunity to
express oneself in it. Although the purpose of Armenian-English textbooks
is to teach English, for us it has another importance: to observe the change
or development of Western Armenian from 1913 to 1963. A comparative
parallel examination of textbooks published in two different years and in
two different places showed that during 50 years, Western Armenian has
undergone a clear change in both vocabulary and word structure. Such
studies and examinations can contribute to the research of the language
and the enrichment of vocabulary.

Kheblikian Z., Kilerjian B., The role of online platforms in the survi-
val of Western Armenian.- In the 21st century, Armenian studies, espe-
cially in the Western Armenian field, present a rather contradictory picture.
On the one hand, we see anxiety within the Armenian studies and educa-
tional sectors, and on the other hand, possibilities to solve the existing
issues.

UNESCO's announcement that Western Armenian, one of the two
branches of the Armenian language, is an «endangered language» and
belongs to dying languages rank, became as alarming as it was a sobering
call for those experts in the Armenian studies field, who immediately
switched to a new strategy, using 21st century educational tools and the
capabilities of the highly developed technologies in the scientific field.
Adopting the latest methods and achievements, people 162 and organi-
zations which aware the importance of preserving Western Armenian
created such online platforms and websites that tend to contribute to the
national effort and desire to thwart the threat of the elimination of Western
Armenian. The study and reviewing online platforms aiming preservation
of Western Armenian has, above all, an applied, practical importance.
Using innovative engineering solutions and practical steps within this area
are welcomed in terms of keeping Western Armenian alive. The online
platforms mentioned above tend to make a positive contribution to the
survival of Western Armenian. The mentioned online platforms are of
great importance to preservation Armenian and the Armenians, especially
in the diaspora.

Similar studies can promote and contribute to the spread of such
works and the creation of new ones.
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Kheblikian Z., Marashlian H., Western Armenian in Armenia.- With
this title, we have carried out anexamination of a linquistic work. The goal
of this linguistic research is to outline the usage of Western Armenian in
Armenia. With the intention of clarifying the linguistic work on the basis
of reliable statistics, we created a survey consisting of 12 questions. To
understand to what extent a Western Armenian who moved to Armenia
can speak his native Western Armenian, and in which fields he can work
at, using his language.

95 people who moved to Armenia in the last ten years answered the
survey (with the exception of a few people who have been living in
Armenia for more than ten vears).

The purpose of this survey was to examine the level of implemen-
tation of Western Armenian in Armenia.

Based on the results, we conclude that the level of implementation
of Western Armenian has significantly dropped, which is understandable.
It is impossible for any Armenian to ignore this situation.

Marashlian H., The endangerment of Wester Armenian according to
UNESCO’s language vitality standards.- The "retreat” of Armenian
language, especially Western Armenian, has been alarming for many
years, the existence of which is even noted by UNESCO. The author exa-
mines the reasons for this retreat, paying special attention to one of the
reasons for the retreat of the language, the standpoint, perspective of the
language speaker. The conviction that the language is not a necessity, from
which the growing indifference arises, has many reasons, the main one of
which is the limitation of the field of use of the mother tongue, that is, the
view that it is useless and unnecessary for the cause of enlightenment.
History's experience shows that one of the important pillars of a language's
vitality is its connection with its enlightenment and development.

Margaryan 1., Phraseological units of the Goris dialect that are not
found in dialect dictionaries.- The article examines dialect phraseological
units are interesting structures that are widespread in the dialect
environment of Goris and are not included in dialect dictionaries. Among
them, nominal forms are inferior in number to verbal phrases. The most
common phraseological units are “to make” a verb, which have stabilized
into a productive past form and express unique semantic nuances. Studying
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the material with the help of comparative analysis allowed us to compare
and analyze the commonality of expressions found in the Goris and
Artsakh dialects, at the same time emphasizing the unique semantic and
formal manifestations of Goris expressions fixed in a separate dialect. We
have extracted and collected phraseological units of the Goris dialect from
live speech, we examined their understanding and assimilation in speech.
Basically, we studied the external and internal appearance of a person,
character traits and common features, phraseological units characterizing
everyday realities.

Margaryan 1., Innovations of the modern Armenian language in the
speech of television.- The article examines the lexical features of modern
Armenian television speech. According to the author of the article, the
study of television speech implies the study of innovations used in various
fields of television: news, information, entertainment, sports, advertising,
and film broadcasts. The author of the article notes that the spread and
popularization of such newly formed words is inevitable for two reasons.
Firstly, socio-political, socio-economic, and cultural shifts are taking
place. New words and lexical units are being created to denote new phe-
nomena caused by the development of science and technology. These
changes are reflected more quickly in the vocabulary of television and
contribute to the fact that many new words smoothly and quickly become
part of the lexical composition of the language. And secondly, the Internet:
the field of television includes the official electronic pages of all the
above-mentioned areas in the online space.

Margaryan L., An attempt to periodize the history of the toponymic
System of Artsakh.-The attempt to periodize the toponymic system of
Artsakh is aimed at identifying historical and linguistic toponyms —
realities and regularities of development of their system based on the
analysis of historical and linguistic facts.

Periodization is carried out on the basis of three principles:
1. The principle of the history of the toponymic system is the history of all
its separate stages.
2. The principle of impossibility of absolute periodization.
3. The principle of the direct connection between the emergence of
toponyms and their change in parallel with the history of the nation.
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Consideration of these principles during the periodization of the
toponymic system is carried out in two directions:

1. Analysis of the topographical facts and historical realities and
characterization of their historical strata.

2. Argumentation of the stratification of linguistic influences through
linguistic analysis of toponyms.

Each period has its own list of toponyms, the linguistic and
morphological analysis of which reveals the linguistic relations
characteristic of this period. At the same time, each period represents
geographical, political and historical realities characteristic of Artsakh.

The first stage: VIII -V centuries BC or the ancient period with two
subperiods:

a. the period of Cuneiform inscriptions with possible elements of Urartian,
Hitto-Hurrian, Assyrian-Babylonian substrates,

b. the period of adoption of Christianity and the appearance of the first
written evidence; elements of Greek and Persian substrates are possible.

The second period: V-XVIII centuries or the middle period with
two subperiods:

a. V=X centuries before the establishment of Khachen power on the whole
of Artsakh.
b. period from X—XVIII centuries.

The third stage covers the period from XVIII to early XX
centuries. This is a new period (the formation and collapse of the union of
principalities of Khamsa and formation of the administrative and political
unit of the Elizabethpol province).

The fourth period: from the beginning of the XX century to the end
of the XX century (1991) or the soviet period.

The fifth period: from 1991 to 2020 or the independence period of
Artsakh. The experience of periodization of the toponymic system of
Artsakh confirms the fact that in all cases the stages are determined by
turning historical and political events.

Nersisyan V., Analysis of Theoretical Issues of Word Formation in the
Works of Grigor Ghapantsyan.-The aim of this research is to present Gr.
Ghapantsyan's approaches to theoretical issues of word formation, as
presented in the first volume of the work “General Linguistics”. Gr.
Ghapantsyan’s works were written in a period when the theory of word
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formation of the modern Armenian language had already been formulated.
By then, issues of word formation had been addressed in the works of
ArsenAydinyan and Stepanos Palasanyan, where types of words were
defined and presented, affixes of the Armenian language were identified
and words formed with these affixes were presented in general terms.
Later they were thoroughly analyzed from a scientific perspective by
Manuk Abeghyan. Gr. Ghapantsyan conducts a more in-depth research
into wordformation issues in his work “General Linguistics”. While
Manuk Abeghyan mainly compared the realities of the Armenian language
with those of Russian and German, Gr. Ghapantsyan examines primary
and secondary morphemes, as well as their origins and alterations in
comparison with various other languages. He introduces international
terms such as “morpheme” and “form” (the latter one - with a particular
connotation) for the first time in Armenian linguistic literature.

Nersisyan V., Avetisyan A., The Study of Word Formation in the Se-
cond Grade.- An attempt has been made to present the peculiarities of the
study of word formation in the second grade, and the textbooks correspon-
ding to the new curriculum and standards of the RA comprehensive
schools served as the basis, taking into account the ways of forming new
words both from the point of view of morpheme (root, suffix), and the
nature of various tasks in the textbooks. In particular, it was shown that
the tasks related to word formation in the second grade can be divided into
the following groups: 1. Tasks aimed at mastering the basic knowledge of
word formation and give a certain idea about the constituent elements of
the word: root and affix, as well as simple, complex and derivative words.
2. Tasks aimed not only at the development and strengthening of lexical
knowledge, but also at mastering the features of words in parts of speech.
3. Forming new words through pictures, which is aimed at developing
students’ logic, in this case, the components may not coincide with the
constituent elements of the word. 4. Forming words using mixed words,
when the mixed components of the words may not coincide with the roots
and affixes, are again aimed at the development of both students' logic and
basic knowledge of word formation. 5. Word formation through various
changes of phonemes aiming at enhancing phonological awareness. Tasks
with QR codes presented in textbooks are made according to the same
principle and goals as traditional textbook tasks, with the difference that
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they are perhaps more interesting and attractive for younger schoolchil-
dren. Tasks referring to word formation in “Mother tongue for grade 2”
textbook ensure the fulfillment of the requirements defined by the standard
outcomes. They provide a sufficient basis for the enrichment and develop-
ment of lexical knowledge in the next grades, but they require a lot of
effort from teachers in order to conduct it correctly and avoid misun-
derstanding among students. Especially the tasks made by means of mi-
xed words and pictures are highlighted, in which the components of the
words may or may not coincide with the constituent elements of the word -
roots and affixes.

Nersisyan V., Creating an online translation dictionary of new words
(Armenian-Russian-English): needs and problems.-It is known that the
creation of dictionaries requires years of diligent and consistent work,
which in turn creates grounds for the creation of new words, new meaning
usage of existing words that cannot be included in the given dictionary.
Sometimes it is not possible to find foreign versions of a new Armenian
word in any paper or online dictionary, because the words included in
them are taken from dictionaries downloaded on the Internet, but published
earlier. Because of this, in modern times, writing a dictionary only on a
paper, in the traditional version, may be out of date even at the time of
printing. In the article, an attempt was made to show that the effective
option is the creation of a new online dictionary, which will be regularly
updated by the compilers.

Papikyan S., Examination of exoticisms used in the armenian trans-
lation of nizami's poem "layla and Majnun*. -Nizami's poem "Layla
and Majnun”, one of the best examples of Eastern poetry, is the story of
the unhappy love between Layla and Majnun. The poem was translated
into Armenian in 1947. The translators (M. Kheranyan, S. Tarontsi, editor
Av. Isahakyan) used a lot of exoticisms, giving it a unique charm, color
and expressiveness. Exoticisms are widely used in translated literature and
the press. These are words related to the culture and mentality of a foreign
country, which do not have their equivalent in the borrowed language.
They usually do not have synonyms and antonyms, describe foreign realia,
sometimes they can have a descriptive explanation. The exoticisms found
in the poem are classified according to the following semantic groups: 1.
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literary genres, 2. state government bodies, titles, 3. clothes, jewelry, 4.
song, musical instruments, 5. religious words, 6. general words. The exa-
mination reveals that some exoticisms used in the translation of Niazmi's
poem "Layla and Majnun" are of Arabic origin (Allah, beit, gazelle, kha-
lifa, hadith, haji, sheikh, salam, sultan, gasid, etc.), some are of Iranian
origin (dervish, khoja, shah, shahnshah, surma), and some were adopted
and naturalized into Armenian vocabulary.

Papikyan S., A study of exoticisms of greek-latin origin.- Exoticisms,

which stand out among general borrowings, are characterized by the fact
that they refer to the culture, habits, objects and mentality of a nation.
They are usually used when talking about realias characteristic of that
nation. They are untranslatable, have no synonyms and antonyms, such as
sari, ikebana, kimono, geisha, machete, muzhik, chastushka, yatagan,
vizier, mikado, shah, etc.

Exoticisms are divided into 2 groups with narrow and wide scopes
of usage. Unlike terms that express concepts related to any field of science,
technology, culture and are common to many nations, exoticisms are
included in the vocabulary of other languages, the linguistic community of
which may not be familiar with the culture and customs of the borrower
nation. This mainly happens through translated literature and the media
and they often gain international popularity.

Our goal in this article is to study the exoticisms of Greek-Latin
origin, some of which are direct and some are mediated borrowings. As
they spread, exoticisms initially appear in 1-2 languages, and then supple-
ment the number of terms, eg. tsunami, tornado, etc. In some cases, it is
difficult to determine the boundaries between exoticisms and terms.
Borrowings from Greek mainly penetrated into Armenian language
through literature.

The following words from Greek exoticisms are observed: agap/e/,
glossolalia, igumen, catechism, sirtaki. The classification of some of the
mentioned words as exoticisms is somewhat arbitrary. Some of them
belong to different terminological systems: religion, science, art. The
following words from Latin exoticisms are observed: patrick, pilgrim,
plebeian, toga, tunic. The analysis of the observed exoticisms of Greco-
Latin origin shows that most of them are not used frequently. Some of
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them, after having undergone changes in meaning for various reasons,
acquired a figurative meaning.

Sargsyan N., Middle Armenian-Western Armenian transitions in
imperative mode, imperative (singular).- Consideration of the language
systems of the Middle Armenian and Western Armenian languages shows
that Western Armenian inherited many realities from the Middle Armenian
language. The study of imperative mode confirms, that the formal and
semantic characters of the Western Armenian language are fully confirmed
in the Middle Armenian language.

The study shows that endings £, Ap, w for & h, w conjugations in
Western Armenian singular mode are formed in the Middle Armenian in
base of Grabar then it has transferred into Western Armenian.

Sukiasyan H., Avetisyan A., Sources of Armenian medical Termino-
logy.-The article examines the issue of the sources of Armenian medical
terminology, which is of significant importance in terms of Armenian
historical and contemporary lexicography. The chronological layers of the
Armenian term system and the sources of borrowings are distinguished.

A) A significant part of Armenian medical terms was created due to
the termination of ordinary words are included in the general functional
vocabulary of the language.

B) Most of the medical terms are borrowings.

According to the chronological factor borrowings are divided into
two parts:

a) Old and ancient borrowings. Persian (doctor (bizisk, biisk), arm
(pazi), wrist (dast), forehead (cakad), Greco-Latin (eye (oculus), opium
(opium), bone (os, ossis), spirit (spiritus), Arabic (atlas, opium, hashish,
balsam, mole) and Assyrian (skin (mé&ska), sperion (esplenya, sperion), etc.

b) New and latest borrowings. The latest borrowings are charac-
teristic of the worldly period (ashxarabar) of Armenian language. They
were borrowed mainly from Russian and European languages.

Modern Armenian medical terminology mainly consists of words of
Greco-Latin origin and composed of Greco-Latin word-forming elements
(root, prefix, suffix). Even today, the latter are the supplemental source of
international terminology, on the basis of which medical terminology
continues to develop. This refers especially to the most used prefixes such
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as a-, anti-, bi-, dys-, endo-, extra-, epi-, hypo-, inter-, re, suffixes like -
itis, -oma, -osis -tomia, -ectomia, -graphia, -scopia, -logia, -plegia, -
rrhagia, -algia and to the Armenian equivalents of word-forming terminial
elements. Armenian medical terms have a wider field of use and are more
practical.

Sukiasyan H., Zakaryan H., The necessity of the armenization of
medical Terms.- The article is devoted to the study of the homogeneity of
the linguistic system: the purity of the vocabulary (using the example of
the language of medicine) and the need for consistent Armenization of
borrowings in order to ensure this. The research was carried out by the
method of contrastive examination of Armenian, English and Russian
equivalent word-formation paradigms taken from the field of medicine.
The material is taken from explanatory bilingual and maltilingual medical
dictionaries. duabesis. The word-formative paradigms in different langua-
ges are implemented in different measures and effectiveness. A contrastive
study of Armenian, English and Russian equivalent word-formative
paradigms, taken from the field of medicine, shows that the Armenian
language, thanks to its linguistic homogeneity, is a perfect, holistic, self-
contained and provides an isomorphism of conceptual and linguistic
systems. While the Russian and English paradigms due to heterogeneous
are incomplete (there are gaps), inflexible, non-uniform, full of ambigui-
ties, homonyms, unwanted synonyms and variants, and deviations from the
word-formation models. Disadvantages are primarily a consequence of
loan words, Raanite, This contrastive study shows that the terminology of
medicine, like any other field, needs maximum Armenization. The Armen-
ian language, the field of medicine and the medical education system of
Armenia, and the Armenian-speaking community will benefit from this,
duthors contribution: This kind of contrastive examination of word-forma-
tion paradigms of different languages is the contribution of the authors.

Telyan L., About estimation of one syntactic construction. - In some
cases, subordinate clauses-apposition /apposition/ as part of a complex
sentence in the Armenian language are not clearly distinguished from other
types of subordinate clauses. The correct criterion for their determination
is considered to be, in particular, the presence of personal pronouns in the
main sentence as complementary members. However, the opinions of
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experts differ in the case of using the personal pronoun tw, upwip in the
main sentence. Some linguistics thinks that in the presence of certain
speech conditions, this subordinate clause can be supplemented by all three
persons of personal pronouns, including the third. This article provides
several additional arguments to support this point of view.

Tioyan S., Kheblikian Z., "'Opposite’ meanings in Western Armenian.
- Eastern Armenian lexicon.-Such parallel study of the vocabulary of the
literary Armenian language has, first of all, applied, practical significance:
it promotes mutual understanding between the two parts of our people,
practical communication, and, in addition, the mutual enrichment of the
general Armenian vocabulary in its two manifestations.

In addition, a detailed scientific, etymological study of lexicons
further contributes to the compilation of lists and dictionaries of relevant
lexicons. something that the modern Western Armenian language lacks.
There are no modern dictionaries of synonyms, antonyms, or homonymes.
Such studies can contribute to the compilation of such works.

Tioyan S., Khachatryan O., Several terms of applied art.- The field of
applied art terms is diverse and unique. it includes everyday practical items
-wjwiigon-earrings, wuwwpwigw-bracelets, dwnwuh-rings, Jqung -
necklaces etc., to the very professional-artistic-handicrafts: hwqupw-
thtpw-hazapesha or hwqupthtiow-hazapesha (copper or silver pitcher,
mainly for water or wine), onnniu- shogyun (jug glazed with Tnnjniup -
Shogyun technology), uwljun- bar (With a large rib woven from branches
- nose ), and other terms. Equivalents in foreign languages are also given
in the study.

Tioyan S., Khachibabyan N., The problem of barbarisms in the
modern Western Armenian language.- The article covers one of the
most “sensitive” issues, i.e., barbarisms or loanwords in Western Arme-
nian. “The Western Armenian approach to borrowing words is conditioned
by a certain risk of assimilation, rather than regularity” because there are
not any state coordinating or monitoring bodies in their countries. In
Western Armenian, there is a strong tendency to translate foreign words,
e.g., “evolution”’-qupqugnid (mporpecc), “specific”’-nipwhwwnntly (y-



145

HHUKQJIBHBIN), “coordination” - hwdwnuwunipinil (cornacosanue) and so
on. However, the problem is to what extent the Armenian term reflects the
semantics of the foreign word, i.e., whether it is covered completely or
partially. The most recent example is the Russian word “mpore3”, which is
translated into Western Armenian as “thnpuwnhp”. The problem is to
understand to what extent the translated equivalents of barbarisms are
applicable in Western Armenian and whether they are accessible and
relevant in Eastern Armenian as a means of enriching the word stocks of
standard national varieties of Armenian.

ISSUES OF GENERAL-COMPARATIVE AND APPLIED
LINGUISTICS

Avetyan S., - Some Diachronic Observations on Forms of the Aorist
with a Vocalic Augment in the Dialect of Satax. - It is argued that the
stem-final vowels of the aorist forms hwh /iti/ “‘he/she put’’ and hwunt /itu/
““he/she gave’’ in the dialect of Satax, contrary to M. Muradyan’s claim,
cannot be considered original root-final vowels. Instead, these forms are
analogical formations that emerged secondarily. One should consider that
the weakening and/or loss of final posttonic syllables in pre-written
Armenian have been common to all dialectal variaties of the language, and
there are no exceptions in this regard. On the other hand, relevant data
from other modern Armenian dialects clearly indicate the secondary
analogical origin of similar 3rd singular aorist forms with a vocalic
augment.

Avetyan S., On Certain Disputable and/or Unexplained Forms of the
Imperative in Modern Armenian Dialects. - An attempt is made to de-
monstrate that the historical development of forms of the imperative in
modern Armenian dialects has been quite a complex process, significantly
influenced by the intense interplay of various analogical and phonetic
changes. These changes have frequently obscured the original situation
and the synchronic morphological relationships between different
formation types of the imperative, as well as the relationship between the
imperative and the aorist. On the other hand, because dialectologists have
often overlooked relevant evidence from other dialects when describing a
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particular dialect, this has largely hindered scholars from gaining a deeper
understanding of the issues being examined and from thoroughly and
accurately investigating the linguistic material. In addition, it should be
noted that the investigation of modern Armenian dialects has, for the most
part, been of a synchronic-descriptive nature. As a result, the joint effect of
the above circumstances has frequently led to various misunderstandings
and misinterpretations. Of course, examining all such controversial issues
would be going too far. Therefore, this paper will address only some of the
most questionable interpretations and/or unexplained phenomena.

Avetyan S., Abeghyan’s Interpretation of Verb Moods in Eastern
Armenian, Considered from the Viewpoint of Modern Linguistics. - It
is argued that the traditional interpretation (proposed by M. Abeghyan) of
the so-called Optative mood (pndwljut tnwuwl) and Hypothetical/
Conditional mood (kupunpuljui/yuydwiulu tnuiwly) in Modern
Eastern Armenian, is objectionable from the standpoint of General
Linguistics and Linguistic Typology. The point is that the Optative of
Modern Eastern Armenian combines most of the semantic functions of the
typologically known Subjunctive and Optative. Therefore, it is not an
Optative in the proper sense of the word. It would be more appropriate to
characterize it as Subjunctive-Optative (unnpunwuwpndwlwi). As to
the 4(p)- future (traditionally misinterpreted as Hypothetical/Conditional
mood), it is actually no different from the Future Indicative in other
languages from the semantic-functional point of view. As pointed out by a
number of scholars, the future tense is never a purely temporal category;
futurity necessarily includes an element of prediction or some related
modal notion. Accordingly, the §(p)- future in Modern Eastern Armenian
also includes both temporal and modal semantic components, the
proportion of which may vary depending on the specific context and the
person of the verb form. However, the corresponding past forms of the
(p)- future mainly function as Conditional in Modern Eastern Armenian.

Dalalyan T., La standardisation et le développement de I’arménien
occidental dans le journal Haratch: quelques observations.- Au début
du 20e siecle, le réle de la presse comme facteur de préservation d’une
identité et d’une unité nationales est particuliérement important pour des
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communautés arméniennes en diaspora confrontées a la perspective de
I’assimilation, percue comme une menace pour la perpétuation de leur
existence. A la suite du génocide de 1915, c’est en France, devenue le
principal foyer de la diaspora arménienne en Europe, que se forme la
communauté la plus nombreuse et la plus dynamique. Cette évolution est
la conséquence du contexte international de 1’époque, et tout particu-
lierement du role pris par la France au Proche Orient, en tant que protect-
trice des chrétiens orientaux. Ce contexte explique que les institutions
communautaires arméniennes créées en France, au nombre desquelles la
presse, aient joué un rble de premier plan, des années durant, pour les
Arméniens établis dans divers pays d’Europe. Dans les années 1920,
I’arménien occidental apparait comme la langue "officielle” de la commu-
nauté arménienne de France, dont le noyau est constitué d’Arméniens
originaires de I’ancien Empire ottoman. Bien que dans de nombreux cas
ces émigrants Arméniens soient turcophones a 1’¢époque, I’arménien
occidental sert de référent linguistique en tant que langue littéraire des
cercles culturels et intellectuels arméniens de Constantinople. Le journal
Haratch se révéle ainsi, pendant des décennies, non seulement un atelier de
préservation de I’arménien occidental, mais aussi un symbole de I’existen-
ce de cette variante de la langue arménienne moderne fortement identifiée
a I’époque a la diaspora. Nous proposons de mettre ici en regard I’activité
en ce domaine de Chavarch Missakian et de Chavarch Nartouni, deux des
principaux éditorialistes du journal Haratch, qui partagérent a la fois les
mémes préoccupations politiques et un godt prononcé pour la littérature et
les arts.

Dalalyan T., The Meanings of ""Hidden, Disguised" in the Light of the
Armenian-Iranian Etymological Examination of a Root Coming from
Ancient Armenian.-In this paper, we make an attempt to etymologize
through a comprehensive historical and comparative analysis Arm. iniq
[kouz], which meant ‘cat’ in Classical Armenian (Grabar). This word,
traditionally considered to be of Iranian origin, has not been subjected to a
deeper research. As a result, cognates and possible related variants have
remained in the shadows. In one of the archaic languages of the region,
Ossetic, a descendant of Alanian, the verbal root qwoz- / guz- means ‘to
sneak up’, ‘to sneak in secretly’. This lexical coincidence in Armenian and
Ossetic can be considered as an ancient Armenian-Alanian isogloss, bea-
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ring in mind also the fact that many lexical and semantic varieties of this
root have been preserved in the Armenian dialects.

Dalalyan T., Dance around the dead struck by lightning in Ossetian
tradition. coppay - Arm. c‘op*.-In the 19th century, during his arrival in
the North Caucasus, German traveler Stoder described in detail an
Ossetian ritual called coppay, which was performed around a person who
was dead from lightning. The traveler was personally present at a cere-
mony when a woman struck by lightning was surrounded by her com-
panions, they shouted for joy and began to sing and dance around the
deceased. All the inhabitants of the village gathered around the circle of
dancers, ignoring the fact that the lightning and thunder were continuing to
rage. Their only and primitive refrain was the following: "O, Elia, Elia!
&ldari coppay ".

In Ossetian popular beliefs Elia is the name of Christian Saint
Elijah, who was considered to be the ruler of lightning in many Christian
traditions. According to Armenian folk beliefs, Prophet Elijah (Yeghia) is
the "bringer of rain", he rides on the clouds with his four-horse chariot, the
rumbling of the chariot causes the clouds to thunder, and the sky flashes
from the wheels or from the whip hitting the steeds.

As to the dance and ritual both called coppay, it should be noted that
similar customs are also recorded among other peoples of the North
Caucasus: Circassians, Abazis, Abkhazians, Balkars and Karachais. As we
can see, all of them live in the western part of the Caucasus, and the
westernmost point is Ossetia or Alania. It is not excluded that the same
ritual term could be also widespread in pagan Armenia, and this is where
the Classical Armenian gnth [c‘op] tsop ‘loose’, ‘lascivious’, ‘lewd’
could come from.

Linguistic analysis shows that, most likely, Arm. gnth [c‘op‘] has
originally referred to light-step dance movements, later when Christianity
was adopted this term after being demonized acquired a negative tone and
became to be used in generalized meaning. The word in its negative
meaning is repeatedly used by medieval Armenian authors to describe
pagan customs.

Hereby we suggest to observe Os. coppay - Arm. gnth [c‘op‘] as an
Armenian-Caucasian lexical isogloss, which has remained unnoticed in the
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etymological works on both Armenian and Ossetic. We analyze this
isogloss in anthropological and linguistic perspectives; the components of
the ritual - dance, refrain, belief - are also examined in the report.

Dalalyan T., Mythological dragon and the emergence of irrigation
systems.- In the mythical conceptions and beliefs of different peoples of
the world, dragon is the embodiment of the chthonic - uncontrollable and
disastrous forces of nature. In essence, dragon is an anti-system by its
nature and opposes the cosmic order and rule, nevertheless many myths
link the origin of irrigation systems to the mythological dragon. The latter
is a fictional creature in the form of various animals, which digs the bed of
future canals/rivers with its tail, body or horn. Thus, this paper considers
the narrowest, very archaic embodiment of the phenomenon of "dragon”,
and accordingly, with the help of relevant myths, an attempt is made to
restore the common mythologem, supposedly constituting the base of all of
them. The image of the dragon in fairy tales and epics is not considered,
because in them we are already dealing with a completely different,
transformed and "modernized" image. The mythological dragon is a priori
neither a negative nor a positive figure/character; it is an uncontrollable
force that can be harnessed and directed along a purposeful path. In the
perfect version of the myth, this taming is done by a human or anthro-
pomorphic supernatural being who uses the wild power of the dragon for
good. In this case, we are talking about the irrigation systems necessary for
developed agriculture, the emergence of which has been likened to the
emergence of a natural irrigation systems (rivers, lakes, etc.). Therefore, it
is not surprising that the same myth and its main character, the dragon,
should be at the "origins" of both.

Grigoryan G., Experimental Data on the Expression of Pauses in
Armenian Speech. - A pause is a fully integrated part of intonation. The
importance of pauses in spoken speech is great. The article examines the
types, functions, duration, psychological significance, and importance of
pauses in oral speech. For the first time, pauses in spoken speech were
studied using an experimental method, examples and their sound images
were given. In particular, the durations of pauses were calculated by types,
pauses were classified according to different criteria. Special attention was
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paid to the pauses in public manifestation speech, since they are very
popular in the nowadays socio-political sphere.

Grigoryan G., The Effect of Mask on Speech Perception. - During the
Covid-19 epidemic, the mandatory wearing of masks began. Among the
many negative effects (health, psychological, etc.), the sphere of human
oral communication was also affected, which is expressed by the
weakening of sound energy and the loss of visual signs of the pronun-
ciation apparatus. The present study examines the effect of a mask on
human oral communication, in particular on the process of speech
perception. Scientific experiments were conducted, examining cases of
communication with and without a mask.

Hambardzumyan V., Armenian etymologies.- The article provides a
brief analysis of the Armenian language. the origin of the words hwg-
[hag-]‘breathing’ // htig- [heg] ‘syllable, articulation‘, Zuyl [Hayk] (uyq
[ayg] "name of God (eponym)”, "light", and ngnnjy [ogoril] ‘fight, stru-
ggle, resist’:hwg- // htg- < IE *HeEg[h]o-, ZuyY (wyq) < IE.* (H)aE-, n-
gqnphy< IE* G[[h]er-. The analysis is carried out on the basis of what has
been done so far in the field of analysis and etymology of Armenian
words, as well as data from similar works, written in recent years, with a
new approach. These words are indigenous because they have reliable
parallels both in predominantly Indo-European languages and partially in
the languages of other tribes.

Hambardzumyan V., Kerope Patkanyan and the Indo-European
character of Armenian issues and theory of Armenian dialects.- In the
second half of the previous century, the Armenian culture experienced
significant development in the environment of the Russian Empire, the role
of the St. Petersburg academic institution was particularly significant,
where Kerope Patkanyan carried out his extensive scientific activities
(1833-1889). His contribution to the progress of Armenian philology and
linguistics is great. He represented various fields of Armenology and
Armenian studies, the best researcher and spreader of relevant knowledge
both in Russia and Europe. Patkanyan is an internationally recognized
Armenologist.
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The years of his scientific activity were the 1860s to the 1880s, a
short period, and the famous scientist left a rich legacy, became a tireless
organizer of science, mentored students who later gained great recognition
in various fields of humanitarian science in general, and became a
concerned and serious advisor about the Armenian language of many
European armenologists in their scientific activities.

Patkanyan's works are quite impressive in terms of their nature,
volume and coverage of fields. He left literary-artistic and bibliographic
works, scientific publications of historiographical and translational works,
wrote concise and fundamental works on the Armenian language and
Armenian dialects, has a theory with a wide coverage of the material on
issues of historical and comparative study of Armenian, his works on
Armenian philology, ethnography (studies of sources), lexicography, but
also general oriental studies, and Urartian studies.

Patkanyan's linguistic heritage has been addressed to some extent,
but not with a theoretically sound assessment. He is rightfully the predictor
of the foundations of the theory of Armenian dialects and the classification
of dialects "with various features” using the internal means of the language
(phonetic system, vocabulary and grammatical structure). Such a
classification of Armenian dialects is the contribution of a famous linguist
to Armenian dialectology. His scientific legacy is a great contribution to
the development of modern Armenian studies.

Mikayelyan S., About Arabic indirect borrowings in the Armenian
language (vocabulary indirectly borrowed from Turkish). - The nature of
relationships and interactions between languages is also manifested
through borrowings. Borrowings are characteristic of all languages; they
reflect not only linguistic, but also historical, socio-psychological, cultural
and civilizational elements that exist or existed between the peoples of the
donor and borrowing languages. Due to this studying borrowings gains its
interdisciplinary nature and importance.

The article examines indirectly borrowed Arabic words of the
Armenian language according to phonological patterns and features that
are revealed by comparing the subsystems of the donor language, the
intermediary language and the borrowing language.
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Mikayelyan S., On Arabic loanwords used in Armenian and Russian. -
Borrowings exist in all languages at different stages of their historical
development and are determined by many linguistic and extralinguistic
factors. The study of borrowings is necessary to highlight not only the
patterns of internal development of a given language and changes caused
by foreign influences but also to reveal cultural and historical events that
survived by the people speaking this language. In this context, the study of
borrowings also has interdisciplinary significance.

The vocabulary borrowed from the Armenian language also includes
vocabulary borrowed from the Arabic language. Due to chronology, Ara-
bic borrowings occurred directly or indirectly. Persian, Turkish and Rus-
sian were intermediary languages that were borrowed from the Arabic lan-
guage.

The article examines a number of borrowings made through the
mediation of the Russian language, used in modern Armenian and popular
spoken languages and dialects. The comparative and contrastive method
shows the phonetic and semantic changes that Arabic borrowings have
undergone.

In general, borrowings adhere to the laws of the language system of
the borrower language. Phonetic changes that have undergone Arabic
borrowings are characterized by unmarkedness since they basically
preserve the phonetic structure of the borrowed language. The most
noticeable change is the lexico-semantic development.

The study shows that the Russian language borrowed most of these
words primarily from European languages since there was practically no
direct Russian-Arabic language contact. Most Arabic words relate to var-
ious science fields: astronomy, medicine, and mathematics. In the Armen-
ian language, some of them have been replaced by equivalents in our
language, while the other part is still in use.

Mkrtchyan M., Peculiarities of semiotic translation in visual commu-
nication: the case of the "'imsirun’ ad campaign.- Semiotics is develop-
ping rapidly, providing researchers with new tools to examine and decip-
her various phenomena in everyday reality, especially when those pheno-
mena are verbal or nonverbal communications that include ambiguous
messages. Such messages, representing a sign system rich in visual meta-
phors, are abundant in posters, where the visual image is sometimes ac-
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companied by a linguistic description. This description, also called a ver-
bal message, conveys the meaning of a visual metaphor or non-verbal
message. However, there are cases when verbal and non-verbal messages
do not complement each other but are opposed. Hence, this article attempts
to describe one such case with the example of two posters from Avanta's
"imsirun" advertising campaign. Conceiving the semiotic translation as
resemiotization, two posters are analyzed with regard to the visual meta-
phor, linguistic description, and connotations contained in it. Using semio-
tic analysis, this article demonstrates that verbal and nonverbal messages
contradict each other, resulting in the public's confused perception of these
posters.

Sargsyan M., Molodychenko Ye., Teaching Armenian through inter-
cultural communication: insights and perspectives.- In the conditions of
modern globalization, when digital technologies offer more modern and
innovative solutions for both communication and interaction, the role of
intercultural communication in the language learning process has grown
and is increasing. Intercultural communication implies that we communi-
cate not only with individuals but also with the entire culture of which
these individuals are the bearers.

Therefore, each language lesson gives the learner the opportunity to
enter a new world, the linguistic world of the given specific language, each
word and sentence which reflects not only the specifics of the given
language but also the world of the speakers of that language, with its
multi-layered, its depth and value system. It is not difficult to conclude that
all this has an effective influence on the modern methods of language
teaching.

Within the framework of this article, we present the features of
teaching Armenian in the context of intercultural communication. When
organizing the teaching of the Armenian language, we emphasize not only
the development of students' basic verbal skills (listening, speaking,
writing, reading), but also the skills necessary for communication in
various social situations. We address these skill formation factors and
suggest some solutions that drive skill formation.

Sargsyan M., Baghramyan S., Armenian as a language of the Diaspo-
ra. challenges and problems.- The Diaspora, in general, is a very compli-
cated reality: it represents one nation, but not one culture, one nation, but

not one language, one ethnos, scattered identity, combined with many
other group identities. The peculiarities of our language and the problems
related to its study dictate different and unique approaches even in the
homeland. The centuries-old existence of two literary languages and such a
diversity of dialects and spoken languages are already causing serious
difficulties, which are undoubtedly multiplying in the Diaspora. Teaching
Armenian in a foreign language environment has many challenges for
learners and teachers. In this research, we present some of the main
challenges we have recorded while analysing the results of fieldwork in
different diaspora communities. During the research, we used qualitative
and quantitative methodology tools: in-depth interviews, expert survey
method, method of document analysis, observation method, and question-
naire method. According to our research, most of the Armenians living in
the Diaspora do not speak Armenian or only partially speak Armenian. For
most of them, Armenian is a foreign or, at best, a second language, a
language of the Diaspora. Scarcity of learning resources, lack of commu-
nication environment, language proficiency and cultural differences are
severe challenges for teachers. However, by being well aware of these
challenges and trying to solve or mitigate them, teachers can create a
supportive and inclusive learning environment, and learners can navigate
more effectively in a multilingual environment, overcoming the difficulties
of learning Armenian.

Simonyan N., Etymological notes.- The article discusses the words of
Armenian language aghandz (fried wheat), aghandzel (to fry), hasa-
nel/hasnel (to achieve, to reach), which go back respectively to Indo-
European archetype *1Udh and *enek’-, *nek’-, *enk’-, *Uk'- . These ar-
chetypes are also reflected in other I.-E. Languages in similar meanings,
but roots, attested in the Germanic languages, have meanings, that differ
from the Armenian once. The article is devoted to the study of these se-
mantic differences between the Armenian and Germanic languages.

Simonyan N., Etymological notes.- The article discusses the origin of the
Armenian word khal “mole, spot on the skin of people and animals”. The
word khal was considered a borrowing from the Persian language (R.
Acharyan, G. Dzhaukyan). Using the material from etymological dictiona-
ries of Indo-European languages (Yu. Pokorny, S. Starostin) and compa-
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ring the semantic and phonetic correspondences of the Armenian khal with
reflections of the I.-E.*kel-, *kal- ‘light / dark spot’ in other Indo-Euro-
pean languages, a version of the Indo-European origin of this word has
been put forward.

Simonyan, N., Mkrtchyan, M., Metaphor phenomenon and its defini-
tion in linguistics.- Linguistics is a rapidly developing science, and in the
course of its history, new phenomena and directions emerge, which deve-
lop linguistics and the tools for the study of linguistic phenomena. And as
a result, a wide range of linguists start to be interested in these phenomena
for some time, until new directions and phenomena appear. One of the
exceptions in this series is the metaphor, which from time immemorial
until now occupies its unique place, both as a purely linguistic and as an
interdisciplinary phenomenon, and this interest does not run out. The fact
that it has its unique role among the important phenomena of modern
linguistics proves the diversity of the study and differentiation of the
phenomenon of metaphor. In this article, an attempt is made to present and
compare major studies on metaphor in modern linguistics, assigning an
important role to the approaches of cognitive linguistics theorists and
Armenian linguists regarding the study of metaphor.

STUDY OF ARMENIAN DIALECTS

Barnasyan J., Diphtongization-as a grammatical means in some dia-
lects of Armenian.-The prevailing part of the Armenian dialects is not
characterized by diphthongs and triphthongs. We are convinced of this
while carrying out 28 collection works with the Armenian dialects. For
Armenian dialects the usage of simple vowels and diphthongs is most
characteristic, as, for example, in the current largest - Ararat dialect, where
all diphthongs and triphthongs of ancient Armenian have undergone a
phonetic change. Dialectologist A. Gharibyan studied and appreciated the
interesting reality of the transformation of diphthongization into a
grammatical means, such as the grammatical means of transition from an
indefinite gender of a noun to a definite gender in the dialects of Kesab,
Qabusie in Syria. The famous linguist A. Acharyan believes that the diph-
thongization of simple vowels in the Agulis dialect does not have a deep
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antiquity, it is a relatively new phenomenon, which is noticeable by the
stratification of various phenomena of phonetic changes.

Barnasyan J., The Pronoun in Mush-Tigranakert Dialect Groups.-In
the paper studied the pronouns south-central or Mush-Tigranakert dialect
group of Western grouping taking into account the singularity of forms.
The result of the study again confirms the opinion of famous dialectologist
A.Gharibyan that very often the pronouns are the indication of clarifying
the circumstance of dialects being neighbors to each other.

Ethnography of Artsakh: The Dialect of Karabakh (volume 14. made
by Sargsyan A.).- The "Ethnography of Artsakh" series includes funda-
mental studies, collections, articles, scientific reports, and other materials
related to three domains of Artsakh’s intangible culture: ethnography,
folklore, and dialectology. These materials have been recorded and pub-
lished by Armenian and foreign ethnographers, folklorists, linguists,
dialectologists, and other intellectuals from the mid-19th century to the
present day or are still preserved in manuscript form in various archives
and museums. This fourteenth volume of the series includes studies dedi-
cated to the Karabakh dialect and its individual varieties by Kerovbe
Patkanian, Hrachya Acharyan, Ararat Gharibyan, Aharon Grigoryan, and
Karo Davtyan, published in the 19th and 20th centuries. The materials are
presented with certain editorial adjustments and corrections while general-
ly maintaining the authors' original transcriptions. An extensive preface
outlines the history of dialectological research, and at the end, the content
of both this and previous volumes of the series is provided.

Ethnography of Artsakh: The Dialect of Karabakh, (volume 15. made
by Sargsyan A.).- The "Ethnography of Artsakh" series includes funda-
mental studies, collections, articles, scientific reports, and other materials
related to three domains of Artsakh’s intangible culture: ethnography, folk-
lore, and dialectology. These materials have been recorded and published
by Armenian and foreign ethnographers, folklorists, linguists, dialectolo-
gists, and other intellectuals from the mid-19th century to the present day
or are still preserved in manuscript form in various archives and museums.
This fifteenth volume of the series includes the studies "The Hadrut Dia-
lect" by Armenak Poghosyan and "The Goris Dialect” by Alexander Mar-
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garyan. The materials are presented with certain editorial adjustments and
corrections while generally maintaining the authors' original transcriptions.
At the end of the volume, the content of this and previous volumes of the
series is provided.

Gevorgyan G., Observations on the teaching of verb morphological
variants in Modern Eastern Armenian. -The teaching of morphological
variants has a tendency to eliminate verb irregularities, to abandon forms
deviating from the patterns defined by the linguistic norm. Some of the
variant forms are considered non-canonical from the point of view of the
patterns of modern literary Armenian, therefore, in order to write and
speak correctly, we must master the rules established by the linguistic
norm.

Gevorgyan G., Armenian dialects of mixed mode of formation. -The
dialects of the Armenian language are characterized by a mixed way of
forming the Present tense. When forming Present, these dialects use
morphological means characteristic of different dialect branches. Dialects
endowed with similar features are usually called intergroup. The identifi-
cation of intergroup dialects is dictated by the traditional morphological
principle of classification in Armenian dialectology, according to which
the main feature of the Um branch is the ending —um of participial forms
of the imperfective form, which form the present in the dialects belonging
to this branch, the distinctive feature of the S branch is the ending —s, and
the L branch is ending of the infinitive. Specific to dialects of affixal
formation is the addition of some particle to the participial present forms
of grabar.

Gevorgyan G., Observations about phonetic relationships of Severek,
Tigranakert and Edesia. - The phonetic relations of Severek, Tigranakert
and Edesia are considered in the article. The selection of the above-
mentioned dialect units is due to the fact that all three dialect units are lo-
cated in northern Mesopotamia in the neighborhood. By phonetic features,
the speech of Severek is similar to the dialects of Edesia and Tigranakert,
sometimes within the boundaries of one or another sign, a combination of
various dialectal features is manifested. for example, before the diphthong
ai there is a phonetic change ait>a (Edesiya) and aii>e (Tigranakert).
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Katvalyan V., Dialectal Armenian in the Republic of Armenia.- The ar-
ticle presents the dialect units currently used in the Republic of Armenia,
gives brief information about their historical development, territorial foun-
dations, and the number of speakers. At the same time, it becomes clear
which dialect units are the main means of communication in each of the
regions of the Republic of Armenia. Dialectal Armenian has many
different manifestations of features, the most significant of which are
presented in the work, highlighting the peculiarities of both groups of
dialects and individual dialects. Most of the 15 dialect units used in the
Republic of Armenia have a sufficient coverage, are viable and continue
the course of development appropriate to the current conditions, but some
dialects have very few speakers and their future existence is threatened.

Katvalyan V., About some words characteristic to the speech of the
Shirak region.- The article examines three groups of words representing a
number of lexical realities characteristic of the speech of the Shirak marz.
a) borrowed words, b) words with unique semantic manifestations, c)
formations characteristic of the speeches of the region. Reference to the
vocabulary of Chirac's speeches allows us to conclude that observations of
the mentioned realities are not only important in terms of highlighting the
specifics of the vocabulary of a certain linguistic community, but can also
become an opportunity to make some adjustments and interpretations.

Katvalyan V., Kharatyan M., Sahakyan N., Expression of some syn-
tactic isoglosses in Armenian dialects.-The article presents territorial ma-
nifestations of about ten syntactic isoglosses in dialectal Armenian. They
are observed in more than 130 speeches, representing all dialect groups of
the Armenian language. llsoglosses refer to both the order and agreement
of sentence members, as well as their expression and formation. It is
noticeable that both dialect groups and dialects and speeches can differ in
syntactic features. They also determine the relationship between dialect
units. Like other dialectal features, syntactic features also vary in prevalen-
ce: in addition to those that are widely spread, there are also those that ha-
ve a rather limited scope. In the article, a number of new syntactic iso-
glosses are formulated, which can also be included in the field of studying
dialectal realities.
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Khachatryan H., Observations on the Phonetic Features of the
Hamshen Dialect.-In this article, we have examined the phonetic system
of the Hamshen dialect, presenting the current state of the speech of the
Hamshen Armenians living in Abkhazia.

1. Our observations have led us to the conclusion that the main
differences of the two types of the Hamshen dialect distinguished by H.
Acharyan do not exist today. Over time, perhaps, these speech types have
mixed together, and one can say that, despite very minor differences, the
Armenians living in Abkhazia today use mainly one common speech.

2. According to H. Acharyan's classification of the Hamshen dialect
consonant system, there are voiced aspirates in the dialect. However, our
observations show that today none of the Hamshen dialect speeches has
preserved the voiced aspirates evidenced by him. Everyone speaks almost
a single common dialect, in which voiced aspirates are absent. The conso-
nant system is divided into three rows: With the voced-to-voiceless shift,
the voiced ones have become voiceless, and the voiceless ones have beco-
me voiced. For example: beran>peron, glorel>koldorush, dnel>tonush, dzi
>tsi, jur>chur, pagh>bagh, ktsel>gojush, tapakel>dabgush, tsaghik>dza-
ghig, chash>jash, etc.

3. One of the noteworthy phonetic changes characteristic of the
Hamshen dialect is vowel sound interchange a>o before the nasals m, n
(ban>pon, aman>omon, amis>omis, tan>ton, tsamak>tsomak, anali>onli,
etc.).

4. Among the phonetic changes, the most important characteristic of
the Hamshen dialect is the presence of the voiceless fricative sound sh
before the r followed by the plosives d, t (burd> (pusht, mard>masht,
kardal>gashtush, etc.).

Khachatryan H.. Bassen Speech in the Marz of Shirak (grammatical
features). -In this article, the speech of Mets Mantash village, Artik Re-
gion of Shirak Marz, was examined as a manifestation of a speech of
Bassen of the Karin dialect. The nominal system of the speech of Mets
Mantash shows quite remarkable facts. The article refers to the following
grammatical features as characteristic of the Karin dialect: 1. In addition to
the plural forming endings -er, -ner, the endings -k, -ik, -dik, -an, -ank, -
dank, -enk, -onk are also used. 2. One of the unique manifestations of the
plural forms of this speech is a) the i-e interchange before the plural
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forming ending K, as: keri>kerek (pLnp>plnll), g'ini>g'inek (g hip>g h-
atl). b) The formation of the plural of monosyllabic words (names of
some animals) with the plural forming ending -an (ishan (2w ), idzan (-
dwiy), g'ilan (g hjwiz). 3. One of the remarkable facts of Bassen speech is
the ending -etsen of the ablative case, which, apparently, is formed by the
combination of the both ablative endings —ets and -en (ktits> ktetsen
(ppunpé+Ea>punksta), champits>champetsen (dwdwyhd+ba >dunlygk-
Skir). 4. Additional particles i, ig are used in the pronominal system: isi,
idi, ini, isig, idig, inig (hup, sinh, hah, puhg, hnhg, hihg). 5. The forms
of the demonstrative pronouns hos, hod, hon (hou, hon, holi) are very
common. 4. The comparative and superlative degrees of the adjective are
also formed by the borrowings j'iliz, j'ilizen (o /g, 9 p1pgli).

Kumunc M., Bagdasaryan M.-Phonetic, verbal and grammatical
manifestations of Preposition in Goris dialect.- In this article, we
studied the Prepositions of the Goris dialect. We carried out the work using
the comparative and analytical method, comparing the dialect connections
with the corresponding forms of literary Armenian. We have presented the
prepositions according to inflection, bringing live dialectal examples from
the Goris dialect. Dialects are living and uncontrollable options in which
prepositions play an important role. Unfortunately, the connections of the
Goris dialect have not yet been sufficiently studied, and there is a need to
verify this grammatical system.There are no studies presenting the origin,
composition and historical change of Goris dialect connections. During the
historical development of the dialect, these parts of speech have also
changed. Most of them, due to little use, have left the functional layer of
the dialect over time and aren't applicable to this day. However, many pre-
positions have undergone changes through assimilation, phonetic devia-
tions and general radical changes. The article also presents different pro-
nunciation forms of prepositions according to the dialect units of the Goris
region. We have tried to find out the origin of a number of connections,
found the sources of their origin, according to that we have distinguished
borrowed connections, as well as connections with native and ancient
Armenian origins.
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Kumuhc M., Bakunts A.-Phraseological units in Aksel Bakunts’ novel
“Kyores” (comparative examination).- Studies related to idioms are
quite numerous. Typically, they often focus on the analysis of an author,
their works, the idiomatic system of a language, literary language,
vocabulary, and idiomatic expressions. In this case, the subject of our
research concerns the idioms in Aksel Bakunts’ works that have dialectal
origins and still require further study. The work in question is Aksel
Bakunts’ “Kyores”, a masterpiece of Armenian literature, where Bakunts
uses idioms and dialect to convey the psychology of his characters, their
social status, and the realities of life.

Kumunts M., Margaryan l., Khachatryan H., Mkhitaryan G., Gevorg-
yan G., Nersisyan L., Katvalyan V., The Historical Development of the
Place Name in Armenian (Etymology of ‘Harzhis’ Sacred Area).- The
article titled "The Historical Development of the Place Name in Armenian
(Etymology of ‘Harzhis’ Sacred Area)" delves into the etymology and
historical evolution of the place name 'Harzhis' in Armenia. The study
aims to uncover the origins and transformations of this toponym by
analyzing historical records, linguistic structures, and cultural contexts.

Place names, or toponyms, serve as vital cultural markers, encapsu-
lating historical events, geographical features, and linguistic shifts. The
name 'Harzhis' pertains to a sacred area in Armenia, and understanding its
etymology offers insights into the region's cultural and historical
landscape.

Historical Context:The article begins by situating 'Harzhis' within
Armenia’s rich historical tapestry. Armenia, with its ancient civilization,
has seen numerous cultural and linguistic influences over millennia,
including Urartian, Persian, Greek, Roman, Byzantine, Arab, Seljuk, Mon-
gol, and Ottoman. These interactions have left indelible marks on the
country's toponyms. Linguistic Analysis: The core of the study is a linguis-
tic dissection of 'Harzhis'. The author examines the phonetic components,
morphological structures, and potential root words that constitute the
toponym. Comparisons are drawn with other Armenian place names and
common linguistic patterns to hypothesize the original meaning and
subsequent transformations of 'Harzhis'. Cultural and Religious Significan-
ce: Beyond linguistics, the article explores the cultural and religious con-
notations associated with 'Harzhis'. The term "sacred area™ suggests a site
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of religious or spiritual importance. The study investigates historical re-
cords and local traditions to determine the role of 'Harzhis' in religious
practices, its association with particular deities or rituals, and its signi-
ficance in Armenian cultural heritage. Comparative Toponymy: To bolster
the analysis, the author compares 'Harzhis' with other regional toponyms
that have undergone similar linguistic and cultural evolutions. This compa-
rative approach helps in identifying patterns of toponymic development
and the factors influencing name changes, such as political shifts, migra-
tions, and language contact phenomena.

The article concludes by summarizing the findings of the etym-
ological investigation. It emphasizes the importance of toponymic studies
in understanding the interplay between language, culture, and history. The
study of 'Harzhis' not only sheds light on a specific place name but also
contributes to the broader field of Armenian historical linguistics and
cultural studies.

Kumunc M., Margaryan M.-Loanwords from Eastern languages in
the Goris dialect (according to Sero Khanzadyan's novel "Log of
existence').- Sero Khanzadyan’s novel "Log of existence" is rich in bor-
owings from Eastern languages, which have found a unique place in the
Goris dialect. As a result of historical influences, these words have become
an inseparable part of the dialect. The study focuses exclusively on words
of Arabic, Persian, and Turkic origin, with explanations provided based on
the original text and the Goris dialect, considering their usage features and
semantic nuances.

Mesropyan H., Phonetic and lexical Phenomena of Armenian Dialects
Related to Grabar. -The article presents the origins of the linguistic rich-
ness of the Armenian dialects, phonetic, lexical and grammatical connec-
tions with the ancient Armenian Grabar language.The ancient literary
Armenian language played a significant role in the formation and
development of Central Armenian and new literary languages, replenishing
the dialect vocabulary.Several key questions are posed and addressed: 1)
various phonetic manifestations with an ancient Armenian-Grabar basis, 2)
cases of preserving the root form of a word, 3) features of phonetic and
lexical parallelisms,4) words and phrases that are not included in the
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vocabulary of the literary language, but are preserved in dialects,5)
features of the use of native Armenian root words, etc.

Through research, we found out that in the course of historical
development, the dialects of the Armenian language were supplemented
and enriched with various phonetic, lexical and grammatical means based
on grabar.Words that are not included in the dictionary of a literary
language, but preserved in dialects, with old and new meanings, help to
identify some linguistic issues, as well as make etymological corrections.

Mesropyan H., Functional-semantic characteristics of plant names
used in the folk songbook of Komitas vardapet and Manuk Abegh-
yan.- The study of plant names is important for the general study of the
vocabulary of the Armenian language, as well as to recognize the vegeta-
tion of a given area, the linguistic thinking of the population, the areal dia-
lect language, phrases and folklore formulas, some realities of life, etc.
Information about the flora is very useful for the etymology of place
names.

As a result of the research, we found out that thanks to the fruitful
collaboration of Komitas Vardapet and ManukAbeghyan, simple rural
songs of the Armenian people are combined with their variants. The folk
songbook “A Thousand and One Songs” contains the dialect vocabulary of
the Armenian language and many plant names that characterize the lush
flora of Armenia. Plant names have different frequency of use. The names
of apple and apricot fruits, the name of a rose flower, and words denoting
the general concepts of “tree” and “flower” are highlighted with great fre-
quency.

Mesropyan H., Language questions on the pages of ""Mshak"" .- In the
literary and political newspaper "Mshak", published in the cultural center
of Transcaucasia in Tiflis, the number of language articles is not of a
general nature. The range of interests of the editor Grigor Artsrun is quite
wide: art, literature, problems of Western Armenians, national liberation
struggle, social issues, enlightenment, educational programs, coverage of
the latest pedagogical methods, maintaining the proportion of secular and
religious, etc. According to contemporaries, "Mshak™ was a whole school
where the youth of the Armenian intelligentsia paved the way for litera-
ture. Newspaper articles are written in three main linguistic qualities: 1)
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Eastern Armenian literary language, 2) Western Armenian literary lan-
guage and 3) Armenian dialects. Linguistic materials are divided into four
main groups: a) general characteristics of the concepts of native language,
speech and thinking, b) ancient Armenian language-grabar as a native
literary language, c) disputes and reviews, d) linguistic features of trans-
lations. According to Artsruni, the language is based on people speaking
different dialects. The level of personality development, the originality of
thinking and speech, the ability to act are determined by knowledge of the
native language. Decades later, Ryusaku Tsunoda, a Japanese lecturer at
Columbia University, repeated these ideas in the same way and became the
founder of the well-known "Tsunoda theory™ in linguistics. Accordingly,
the activity of the human brain, thinking and human abilities are
interdependent and closely related. Tsunoda also appreciates primary
education in her native language and shares Artsruni's thoughts. According
to Tsunoda's theory, human behavior, actions and native language,
thinking in the native language are also interconnected. Artsruni wrote
about this almost half a century before the Japanese scientist and argued
that the character of a person depends on his native language.

Mesropyan H., Hambardzumyan S., On linguistic and territorial fea-
tures of Tayk dialects.- Thayk is notable for its history, the movements of
Thayks and its dialectal description.The Armenians living in the area from
Erzurum to Baberd and Trabzon mainly spoke three dialects: Karin,
Hamshen and Trabzon. G. Djaukyan divides the mentioned linguistic
means into different dialect groups.

1) The Karin dialect group includes the speech of the cities of Karin,
Gyumri, Baberd and Khndadzor.

2) The Amshen dialect includes the dialects of Martil, Mala and
Zephanos.

3) The Trabzon subdialect is part of the Constantinople dialect
group, which also includes the dialects of Zmurnia, Nicomedia, Partizak,
Ordu, Rodosto and Adabazar.

Karnetsi, Tevkants, Acharyan, Tashyan and others provide valuable
evidence about the demographic picture, traditions and folklore of the
Armenians of Tayk, Javakhk, Tortum, Khotorjar and other places.
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Currently, the Hamshen dialect is preserved in the territory of
historical Tayk, which, according to Sevan Nishanyan, is used in 23
villages of the districts Hopa and Borchka of Ardvin.

Until 1915, the dialects of Karin, Baberd, Khotorjur and Trabizon
were active in Tayka. Karin dialect is also a means of communication in
Javakhk of Tayk.

In this article present the linguistic features of the dialects used in
Tayk.

Mesropyan H., Dialect publications mother see of holy Etchmiadzin.-
The Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin made a great contribution to the
collection and study of the dialect vocabulary of the Armenian language.
The dialect production of the printing house founded by Catholicos
Simeon of Yerevan is distributed in two main areas: dialect monographs
and dialect materials included in the magazine **Ararat’ or the collection
""'Shoghakat".

The first dialect dictionary "Armenian words and speech" by Archi-
mandrite Amatuni Sahak was published in Etchmiadzin, which served as
the basis for further dialectological research. More significant were the
dialectological monographs of H. Acharyan, M. Abeghyan and other lin-
guists. Several volumes of the "Emin ethnographic collection™ were also
published in the printing house at Holy Etchmiadzin.

In the development of dialectology, the scientific and publishing
role of the journal "Ararat" is especially great. The dialect originals pub-
lished on the pages of this journal, are authentic and unique, since they
were recorded back in the 19th and early 20th centuries, when the Arme-
nian people still lived in their original homeland, spoke dialects and were
not influenced by the literary language. The authors or writers of a number
of dialect texts were often confessors and seminarians.

Mesropyan H., The influence of the Christian religion on the voca-
bulary of the Armenian language - In Armenia at 301 the stateally con-
firmed Christianity enriches Armenian language with new linguistic units.
The words concerning to Christianity are involved in Armenian at V d.
through the translation school and basically Greek, Assyrian, Hebrew
loans are. The new religion spreads especially with the Bible translations,
as well as due to the religious ecclesiastical Literature. The influence of
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Christianity is accompanied with Armenian language in all the stages of
language history.

Mesropyan H.,-Names of plants of Syunik region according to the
"Ethnographic journal™.- The article presents information about plant
species in Syunik and their names according to the “Ethnographic Bul-
letin““. Information about the region is found in only five of the magazine's
25 volumes. Materials about Meghri are not included in any issue. In the
“Kapan Records”, written by Arkayik, there are no names of plants. The
“Botany” or “Natural History” sections of the “Ethnographic Journal” in-
clude a lot of information related to the concept of “plant”, about the lo-
cation of plants, the distribution of species, external and medicinal pro-
perties, literary, dialect and foreign languages, names, testimonies of
outstanding researchers and etc. The names of plants are also found in
“Folk Songs”, “Diseases and Medicines” and other sections, in sections
indicating the composition of drugs, in recipes.

Plant names are considered in several semantic groups. a) names of
trees and shrubs, b) words of flowers or herbs, ¢) vocabulary associated
with the concept of “plant,” d) proper names made up of plant names.

Tree-shrub characterizing vocabulary is divided into two groups: 1)
names of trees and shrubs, generally unknown to the general public,
considered sterile, and 2) names of fruit-bearing trees, mostly known na-
mes.Examples show that the territory of Syunik is mainly rich in fruit trees
with Armenian names.

Mesropyan H., Poghosyan A., On the linguistic and written features of
the Armenian epic.- The article examines some linguistic features of the
epic "Sassna tsrer", discusses the difficulties of writing, the relationship
between the triad of proverb - saying - dialect, as well as the role of the
epic as an original and reliable source for dialectological research. Gukas
Inchidjian was the first to mention the cradle of the epic - Sasun and the
people of Sasun, as well as their pure and undistorted dialect. Foreign phi-
lologists also gave high marks to our epic, seeing cosmic motives in it.
Armenian and foreign scholars have studied the Armenian epic from
different points of view, but its linguistic and dialectal features have not
been fully revealed. The epic was studied mainly by literary scholars and
folklorists, whose task did not include identifying the dialectal features of
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epic narratives, without which everything that can be said about the folk
epic remains incomplete. Folklorists were mainly interested in the boun-
daries of the distribution of the epic, and they asked storytellers questions
on this topic. G. Srvantsdyants was fluent in the dialects of Van and Mush,
which have different phonetic and grammatical systems. Srvantsdiants
provides interesting linguistic observations on the dialectal features of the
Mush region: this can be considered the first linguistic study of the epic.
"Sasna Tsrer" is of great value from the point of view of the historical and
geographical geography of Armenia, in particular the Sasun Highlands, the
national psychology and spirit of the Armenian people, morals and
customs, migrations, linguistic thinking, dialects and other issues.

Sargsyan A., Minasyan SH., Lavrenti hovhannisyan’s research on the
dialect of Karabakh (Artsakh).- Lavrenti Hovhannisyan, contemporary
Armenian linguist, Doctor of Philology, Professor, Corresponding Member
of the National Academy of Sciences of Armenia, has authored a series of
scientific works dedicated to the Karabakh dialect. In his works, he has
examined the archaic phonetical, lexical, and grammatical features of the
dialect in order to prove the existence of the Armenian population in
Artsakh since ancient times. Among the most characteristic phonetic
phenomena, he highlights the deafening of the initial voiced consonants in
Classical Armenian, in some cases aspiration and palatalization of these
consonants, which he does not associate with Turkic influence, the absence
of the “f” sound and the presence of oxytonic stress. The linguist classifies
lexical archaisms into two groups: those not recorded in Classical Arme-
nian (e.g. ablaut) and those inherited from Classical Armenian. Through
extensive etymological analysis, the scientist expands the list of words of
Indo-European origin that are not recorded in Classical Armenian, as well
as loanwords of Iranian origin. According to his research, grammatical ar-
chaisms mainly relate to collective numerals, demonstrative pronouns, and
some phenomena in the declension and conjugation systems. Lavrenti
Hovhannisyan also carried out other works related to the Karabakh dialect:
edited dictionaries and other research works, supervised and opposed
doctoral dissertations.

Sargsyan A., The First Studies of the Karabakh Dialect.-The Karabakh
dialect boasts a history spanning many centuries; however, serious
documentation and studies began only in the second half of the 19th
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century. The initial studies in this important domain of Artsakh's intangible
cultural heritage were conducted by prominent linguists, folklorists, and
educators of the time, including Kerovbe Patkanian, Ghazaros Aghayan,
Galust Shermazanian, Makar Barkhudarian, Avetik Bahatrian, Manuk
Abeghian, and Hrachia Acharian. Some of their recordings and studies
were published as separate books, in various journals, and in collective
volumes between the 1860s and 1890s, while others remain unpublished,
stored in certain archives and museums. Although scientific transcription
methods for dialects were not yet developed during that period, the authors
endeavored to stay as faithful as possible to the dialect's pronunciation. All
these studies serve as significant primary sources for the study of the
Karabakh dialect and have played a crucial role in subsequent dialect-
logical research.

Vardanyan A., Observations Around the Native Language.-The work
summarizes the author's observations regarding errors and dimorphisms
common in the modern Armenian language, some of which were
published in the press and on the website of the Language Institute
named H. Acharyan of the NA of the RA in the form of popular science
articles.

The book regulates geographical names, the correct forms of
which are based not only on the rules of the modern Armenian language,
but also on historical traditions and generally accepted principles of
transcription of proper names.

Considering the importance of regulating the terms of the official
Armenian language, the attention of linguists is drawn to the tasks of this
important area, it is proposed to continue to be consistent in relation to
the native language in the sphere of the official Armenian language, to
enrich the official Armenian with the latest terms, to promote the rooting
of accurate, generally recognized forms, as well as the exclusion of
erroneous, distorted forms, in cooperation with relevant specialists -
economists, political scientists, diplomats, lawyers, etc.

Vardanyan A., Subdialects of the Maragha dialect in the Territory of
Nakhijevan.- The article is devoted to a comparison of the dialectal
characteristics of the Maragha dialect with the general subdialect of the
residents who moved to the villages of Verin Aza, Nerkin Aza, Der



169

Gokhtn province of Nakhijevan in the first half of the 19th century from
the Maragha region of Persia. The study shows that the mother dialect
was largely preserved in the new environment. The phonetic system
underwent partial changes (simplification of diphthongs, replacement of
palatal ¢, I/, p/ with affricates o, 4, s, absence of sound iz, etc.). The
dialect's declension and conjugation systems basically correspond to the
corresponding systems of the Maragha dialect, with few peculiarities.
The vocabulary of the mother dialect has also been preserved in its
immaculate form, with a limited number of differences.

It can be concluded that among the eight dialects on the territory of
Nakhijevan, until the second half of the last century, the subdialects of
the Maragha dialect, with minor phonetic, morphological and lexical
features, were also preserved and used.

Vardanyan A., The Relations of the Otsop-Hors subdialect with sur-
rounding dialects.- The Otsop (Otsop-Hors) subdialect stands out to
some extent among the closely related dialects of about a dozen villages
of the Jahuk-Vayk interdialect.

Phonetic, morphological and lexical deviations of the Otsop dialect
from the general features of the interdialect can be explained not only by
contacts with neighboring dialects (Artsakh-Syunik dialect, interdialect
of Northern Goghtn),, but also by the fact that in the first half of the 19th
century Armenians who migrated from Khoy and Salmast moved to the
village of Otsop and lived together with local residents, whose native
dialect left its mark on some features of the autochthonous dialect.

Vardanyan A., About a number of errors in word usage.— In the mo-
dern Armenian language, in parallel with the development of the lan-
guage, irregular forms also appear from time to time- next to individual
errors there are also pairs of words close in meaning and sound, which,
incorrectly used instead of each other, contribute to gradual deepening
and spreading of the error.

For example, despite many years of efforts by linguists and
educators, there is still a certain confusion between the words Afu-
ghwnieni i ("archaeology") and A#Zfwpwinienil ("paleontology™).
Similar confusion has also arisen between two other words -often they do
not distinguish from each other Apwii/Ep ("invitation") and Apwaf/lipp
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("festival"), wywinnipinil ("tradition”) and wywinniye ("tradition™),
puppnijanel ("complexity") and pwppnipe ("complex™) and other
word pairs. Common nouns and proper names used in the Armenian
language for thousands of years in a row are forgotten: instead of
wpwdwi ("cream") - pkdwl, instead of jnn ("sweet cottage cheese")-
nhlnwuunw, instead of Suzi/nzp (name of the region)- Swnzp, etc.

Vardanyan Artak., About Errors In The Use Of Some Terms Offi-
cial Armenian Language.- In parallel with the development of the
language, the emergence of new words and terms, irregular forms also
appear from time to time in the modern Armenian language. The official
Armenian language is also not free from such errors of word usage.
Sometimes economic, diplomatic, legal and other terms are distorted or
incorrectly used.

In this article, using the synchronous research method, similar
errors in word usage are identified and a number of terms of the official
Armenian language are regulated, including ququptwdnnny ("sum-
mit"), munbkuwdupnn unipln ("economic entity”) and other con-
cepts, questions of correct transcription are clarified and application of
the names of regions of the Republic of Armenia, names of countries of
the world.

In particular, geographical names are regulated, the correct forms
of which are based not only on the rules of the modern Armenian lan-
guage, but also on historical traditions, generally accepted principles of
transcription of proper names.

Considering the importance of regulating the terms of the official
Armenian language, the attention of linguists is drawn to the tasks of this
important area, it is proposed to continue to be consistent in relation to
the native language in the sphere of the official Armenian language, to
enrich the official Armenian with the latest terms, to promote the rooting
of precise, generally recognized forms, as well as the exclusion of er-
roneous, distorted forms, in cooperation with relevant specialists - eco-
nomists, political scientists, diplomats, lawyers, etc.

Vardanyan A., Observations on the Jugha dialect from a diachronic
point of view.- The dialect of Old Jugha has been preserved almost
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without flaws in New Jugha, however, an interesting change has occurred
in the consonant system of the village of Jugha, located near Old Jugha —
the four-row consonant system of the subdialect has turned into a three-
row one- aspirated voiced at the beginning of a word have turned into
voiceless (7 ¢ 1 4, 9 > w, I, nn, 8, &), and in the middle of a word and
at the end of words — into simple voiced or voiceless (» ¢ 7 'd, 9 > p,
g 1, 4, 9 or uy, I, nn, &, &), the diphthongs t and n have been partially
preserved, palatal vowels, which are not characteristic of the Jugha
dialect, are evident not only in borrowed words, but also in native
Armenian words.

Opposite the most commonly used particle Z&p, which forms the
plural, there is a particle &j: Verbs of conjugation &y in the infinitive
form have the ending h. Formations with the ending dwt of monosyl-
labic verbs of the indicative mood disappeared in the middle of the last
century, they were replaced by forms with pu. Along with obvious le-
xical communities, there are also certain differences. The above-mentio-
ned deviations in dialectal features are undoubtedly the result of inter-
dialectal relations that take place between Jugha and Ararat, Khoy and
other nearby dialects.

ISSUES OF HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE ARMENIAN
LANGUAGE

Grigoryan S., Grigor Tatevatsi, (medical, grammatical and legal ques-
tions). Sayings. 1346-1409.- The rich literary legacy of Grigor Tatevatsi
gives a good reason to find him as a great philosopher, theologian, econo-
mist, teacher, interpreter of "art writing"”, grammatist, speaker and fabulist.
In addition to all this, Grigor Tatevatsi is presented in the book as theorist
of medicine as well. In his creative legacy the medical problems include
more than two hundred pages and there are more than two hundred terms
related to this field. It’s worthy of note the fact of anatomical, physiologi-
cal and human organ's detailed description. Above mentioned is to prove,
that he was the great expert of this sphere of medicine too.

In the book we also tried to analyze the applications some of legal
concepts in the works of Grigor Tatevatsi the differences in semantic appli-
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cations compared to the Old armenian (grabar) word forms, the narrowing
and expansion of the word meaning. We have tried to pay special attention
to those idioms, which in this or that dialect appeared by narrowing or
expanding the meaning of the word, or have original author's usage.

Grigoryan S., Legal concepts in the chapter “The Sermon about “Ten
Commandments” in the Summer volume in the “Book of Sermons” by
Grigor Taevatsi. - The “Books of Sermons” of Grigor Tatevatsi, written
with the aim of introducing spiritual values into public life, before being
written down, were first preached live to the people, and in the chapter
“Ten Commandments” dozens of concepts given, being in the layer of
commonly used words, were used as legal ones and are used according to
all the norms of a legal concept.

Grigoryan S., Semantic and Operational Examination of a Number
of Term Words of Grigor Tatevatsi.- The semantic and operational
examination of Grigor Tatevatsi's terminological words shows that
since Tatevatsi himself referred to most of the rules of the Armenian
Canon Book, he referred to the legal concepts and legal prohibitions
used in them, and when examining the legal prohibition of crowning
and ordaining a priest, he applied new legal concepts.

Hovhannisyan N., Santoyan A., Structural Features of Double Verbs.-
Armenian linguists, considering and studying the semantic connections
and relationships between the components of double verbs, note that the
components of constructions with double verbs can be synonymous verbs
(pnoubk-punwul) [t‘oshnel- t‘aramel] "fade-wither"), verbs with close
meanings (wubj-funubi[asel-khosel] "say-speak™), verbs denoting actions
that are combined with each other (nuwntq-fudt [utel-khmel] "eat-drink™),
verbs that show sequential action (wnubj-thwust) [arnel-p‘akhchel]
"take-run away"), antonym verbs (wnub)-dwpuly [arnel-tsakhel] "buy-
sell") and so on. In addition to the semantic connection, linguists also paid
attention to the verb aspect of the components of constructions with double
verbs and their relationship. However, the connections between the actions
of components, the composition of components (verb affixes), the aspect
category of components, and canonicity, that is, the regularity and irregula-
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rity of component verbs, were not taken into account. Meanwhile, these
are important questions for a full consideration of double verbs, especially
from the point of view of assessing the lexical-semantic meaning of double
verbs. In this regard, taking into account possible combinations of these
patterns, the article proposes new definitions (characteristics) of construc-
tions with double verbs:

a/ verbs of different conjugation types can be called hetero-conju-
gated.

(differently conjugated) verbs, for example: gqpbj-Jupnuy [grel-
kardal] "write-read".

b/ verbs of different formations (simple and mid-affixation) can be
called heterogeneous, for example: quw)-UYnpsky [gnal-korchel] "go-get
lost”, nwiki - plpky [tanel-berel] carry-bring™.

c/ if the constituent pair verbs of a complex verb have different
voices, such verbs can be called mixed, for example: mbkutt-qupdwiiug
[tesnel-zarmanal] "see-be surprised".

d/ if one of the verbs is regular and the other is irregular, then such
verbs will be called non-canonical, for example: tjuk)-houby [yelnel-ijnel]
"rise-fall”, wnut)-Ynpsky [arnel-korchel] "take-get lost".

e/ if the constituent pair verbs of a complex verb have different affi-
xes, they will be called of mixed affixation, for example: su]bt-Ukdwiuy
[tsnvel-metsanal] "born-grow", wnwtik-Ynpguty [tanel-kortsnel] "take-lo-
se".

f/ if the constituent pair verbs of a complex verb have different as-
pects, they can be called multi-aspect, for example: hwukj-puthphly
[hanel-tap‘t‘p‘el] "take out-scatter".

Hovhannisyan N., About Word Meanings Attested in Handwritten
Dictionaries Entitled ""Handes Banasteghtsats™ (X11-XVII Centuries).-
A number of dictionary entries in the dictionary of the ancient Armenian
language contain or end with notes on ancient dictionaries, confirming that
the members of Mekhitarist Congregation knew about the existence of
handwritten dictionaries of synonyms, which, according to the catalogs of
manuscripts of the Matenadaran named after Mesrop Mashtots, are dated
to the 12th-17th centuries. It is noteworthy that the note "ancient diction-
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naries” used by the compilers of the dictionary of the ancient Armenian
language refer to short handwritten dictionaries created, according to their
testimony, by "scholars and ignoramuses" in the 13th-14th centuries.

Indeed, in these handwritten dictionaries there are words, the
presence of which in a given synonymous row from a modern point of
view is confusing: it is quite difficult to distinguish the connotations of
synonymous words, since there are no textual examples in the handwritten
dictionaries of synonyms. Nevertheless, dictionary observations and
searches make it possible to clarify and prove the presence of these words
in a given synonymous rows, but also to identify semantic changes. It
should be noted that in these cases, dictionaries of the ancient Armenian
language with original examples and references are especially helpful.

The article examines the semantic changes of the words imastak
("sage"—"ignorant"), manramasn ("minute"—"in detail"), ardzern patrast
("soon, hastily"— @), tsnndakan ("fertile, fruitful"—"birth certificate")
mijnordel ("to persuade"—"to mediate"), zgon ("wise"—"vigilant"), zuart
("vigilant, sober"—"cheerful"), anveher ("shameless, impudent"—"brave,
fearless"), krknak ("angry"—@), yergitsutsanel ("to reproach"— "to ridicu-
le"), iravarar ("fair"—"magistrate") .

Considering the meanings of words attested in handwritten diction-
naries, it can be stated that the compilers of the dictionary were well ac-
quainted with Armenian independent and translated literature and included
such words in the dictionary for educational purposes; it is also likely that
these meanings were used by contemporaries. It should also be noted that
these word meanings are present in dictionaries published after the 17th
century, supplemented by original examples, mainly with word meanings
attested in handwritten dictionariesn, and that in the dictionaries of the
modern Armenian language they have been changed or not preserved.

Khachatryan V., Polysemy and Homonymy. Structural Differences.-
This article examines the semantic aspects of modern Armenian poly-
semous words and such homonymous words that demonstrate grammatical
differences, in particular differences in declination and plural formation.
Such homonyms, in contrast to absolute homonyms, which are also
identified in grammatical forms, are called partial or relative homonyms.
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Khachatryan V., Mixed Abbreviation of Armenian: Som Classifica-
tion, Differentiation and Writing Problems.- This article examines the
use of mixed abbreviations in Armenian, discusses the challenges of their
differentiation, classification, and writing in Armenian studies, and propo-
ses appropriate solutions for several of these issues.

Khachatryan V., Problems of Noun Plural Formation in Western Ar-
menian.-This article explores the inconsistencies and deviations in noun
plural formation within modern Western Armenian. It highlights that
researchers often consider various plural-forming endings acceptable for
nouns with identical or similar structures. While some researchers acknow-
ledge changes occurring in everyday speech, others adhere strictly to es-
tablished rules, overlooking these linguistic shifts. The author offers their
perspective in many instances and proposes potential solutions to address
these issues.

Khachatryan V., The Use of Middle Armenian Borrowings in Works
of the XIV Century.-The article examines borrowings from the Middle
Armenian period recorded in Armenian works of the 14th century. These
words were classified and presented by semantic groups.

Khachatryan V., The Question of Armenian Dialects of the Fifth
Century in Armenian Studies.- This article explores the perspectives of
renowned linguists on the existence of Armenian dialects in the fifth
century, shedding light on the origins and interactions of old Armenian
dialects. It asserts that dialectal variation in the Armenian language has
been a constant feature throughout its history, including the fifth century.
This claim is supported by evidence from Armenian historians and specific
linguistic phenomena documented in written sources.

Mkhitaryan G., Use of the Genitive and Dative Cases in the Armenian
Bible.- The peculiarities of using the subjunctive with oblique forms in the
Armenian Bible are considered. Using the subjunctive mood with a tran-
sitive verb in the genitive and dative cases testifies that the Old Armenian
language was not alien to the structures of the ergative character. The
research confirms that such constructions had a wide functional application
in Old Armenian. This is proved by the materials of both translated and
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independent literature, similar constructions are quite common in the
modern dialectal Armenian language as well.

All this refutes the claim of those who deny at least a close connection
between Armenian and Urartian that the ergative character of the Urartian
language excludes the possibility of its genealogical kinship with Arme-
nian.

Sirunyan T., The Grammar Translated by Voskan Yerevantsi: on the
Issue of Authorial interventions.-The article examines the issue of autho-
rial interventions in the grammar translated by Voskan Yerevantsi.
Comparisons with the Latin original demonstrate that Voskan Yerevantsi is
not merely a translator but also an independent grammarian. He attempted
to interpret the features of the Armenian language through the grammatical
concepts of Latin. In other words, he adapted the Latin text as a basis or
framework for describing Armenian grammar.

Sirunyan T., The Grammatical Latinisms in Bartholomew of Bolog-
na's «Dialectica» in Comparision of Early and Late Manuscripts.- The
article examines the grammatical Latinisms of one of the most significant
works of Unitorian literature— «Dialectica», based on data of 14th- and
17th-century manuscripts. It is demonstrated that Latinisms in early
manuscripts are not systematic, while the late-period text represents an
example of Latinism containing the main features of this movement. The
article also introduces several new grammatical forms created under the
influence of Latin, which have not been previously mentioned in studies of
Latinizing Armenian.

Tadevosyan H., Use of the phrasal plant names in the Amasiacis’ Me-
dical Books.-The article examines the plants names formed by the phrases
(200 phrase), which were used in two printed medical works of the 15th
century's great Armenian physician Amirdovlat Amasiatsi. These works
are the medical book "The Benefits of Medicine" (1466-1469) and medical
dictionary "Useless for the ignorant " (1478-1482), where the author gave
a description of almost all medicinal substances known to ancient and
medieval medicine (of plant, animal and mineral origin). The study shows,
that plant names are mainly two-component, consisting of a definible-
definite and an attribute-determined connection. These word combinations

express the meaning of the term descriptively, but are important from the
point of view of the representation of Armenian equivalents of foreign
terms, as well as indication of the development of medical terminology
during the period of the Middle Armenian language. About 10% of the
studied plant names were not included in the "Dictionary of the Middle
Armenian Language". Only part of the most commonly used names were
fixed in the modern Armenian lexicon in the form of a synthetic word.
